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The world of business is becoming more complex. It is also becoming “globalized”.





One of the hot topics (and discussion has been intensified following the developments that occurred in the latter part of 2008 – see our article entitled the big debate) has been the extent of which business should be regulated, whether by government appointed bodies (such as IRBA) or independent associations (such as the IOD), or not. The latter alternative does not necessarily exclude some basic regulatory compliance but it emphasizes rather the role of free-market forces to determine the extent to which investors and other stakeholders feel confident to support the business activities of a particular enterprise.
