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While the first King Report on Corporate Governance, published in 1994, was in fact written by former judge Mervyn King, “ownership” of the King Report has since past to the Institute of Directors (of which Mervyn King is the First Vice-President). The second King Report, published in 2002 was the work of a number of committees under the Chairmanship of Mervyn King.





According to IoD CEO, Lindie Engelbrecht, the King Report III, which is due for publication early in 2009, has once again been compiled by various committees (involving over 109 committee members) chaired ultimately by Mervyn King.





In addition to the usual “favourites”, the King Report III is expected to focus on the following issues:





triple bottom-line reporting





business rescue plans as contemplated in the Companies Bill

risk management (which will be particularly interesting in the light of the disparate analyses currently being offered for the global economic crisis which reached a crescendo in the final months of 2008);





take-overs, mergers and acquisitions – again to take account of the changes in these processes which are envisaged in the Companies Bill.
