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Graeme and his wife Veldra rationally reference the Saviour’s miracle wrought with regards to payment of Temple tax, where the Saviour made use of a coin as an exchange commodity in order to pay His and Peter’s annual Temple tax. We read from Matthew 17:24-27. At around AD 26 it was required of all males that Temple tax be paid for the general upkeep of the Temple and provided were Temple booths, with the Temple police overseeing in terms of only minor infractions. In New Testament times, regular payments extracted from a province by its own rulers, were distinguished from wealth received in lieu of a wealthy conquered state, known as ‘tribute’. Capernaum was not under an imperial governor and therefore the Herodian state tax remained within the province1. Matthew was the only disciple who recollected the incident and it may be because he himself used to be a tax collector2. The miracle that stemmed from the tax collectors’ approach was emphasized by the Lord who with insight and obedience supplied3 the lack. The Lord Jesus made it abundantly clear that acceptance with God was not merited by ritual observance of tithing alone remote from one’s moral and ethical obligations and His supporting proof was in the availability of one coin that with careful thoughtful4 and generosity had impact on Peter personally, in provision for his wife, children and mother-in-law who stayed with him.  Lessons learned from the above miracle are that - i) Saviour’s act proved His dominion over the earth and its creatures; ii) He proved He can get any money anytime, however what He did with it carried the honour - He wisely extended the Kingdom of God5; iii) He upheld trust in the Lord God’s ability of provision; iv) Peter, acting in faith had to get into a small boat powered by oars to catch a clean fish [according to rubric] and retrieve the coin; v) Jesus had once told His disciples “[I] will make you fishers of men” [Mtt 4:19] - that which Peter the Apostle applied in his teachings fifty years later; vi) it is noted the fish had a coin in its mouth and the illustration later in Scripture of a fish dragnet was akin to the Kingdom of heaven where blessings accompanied the kērygmatic6 message; vii) the “fish” symbol was the first spontaneous Christian artifact. On a conclusory note, the followers of the Lord were Christ’s “ambassadors” in this world, they co-operated with governmental authority, in addition their prayer requests for a Godly government were always presented to the Lord God with thanksgiving. ANY PERSON who wishes to go into the gates and courts of the Lord with thanksgiving and praises, know the Saviour welcomes and loves you with a deep concern and affection; repent of your sins and ask Jesus to save you by Grace and He shall.

1	The Pharisees recognized the differences in taxation e.g. Roman imperial provinces’ taxes proceeded directly to Caesar. At  Judea (an imperial province), they posed a tricky question to the 	Saviour “[I]s it lawful to pay taxes to Caesar or not?”. The Saviour answered by way of a succinct question “[W]hose head is thereon?” see [Matt 22:17]. 


2	Jesus set new precedent in acceptance and His association with tax collectors – He dined with them; bestowed saving Grace on them; He chose one for His disciple; He revealed the Love of God did 	not preclude them; He showed, Lord God welcomed repentant humble tax collectors, spurned the proud Pharisee and took the heat off innocent citizens [Mk 2:16; Lk 19:9; Mtt 9:9; Lk 18:9-14].    


3	Money had evolved at around 561 B.C. down to AD 26 from a lump of metal [easily transportable], to a piece of round or square metal struck with a seal authenticating its title and weight for 	acceptability on sight. Some ancient coins have borne more than one mark due to probed assurance of silver content and again due to the competitiveness of trade, it was not long when certain 	“littler nations” were permitted only weakened bronze coins while greedy dominant nations were permitted silver and this was a theme re-visited by Scripture at crucial junctures where in mankind’s 	history and part of war, the dominant nations “possessed all the silver”. Scripture considered other fiscal distinctions – i) the Saviour with legendary zeal for His Father’s House of prayer at around AD 	31, admonished as He cleansed the Temple “[Y]ou have turned My Father’s House into a den of thieves” –  a pointed reference to sly “weight charges”; ii) reference to “mint, dill and cummin” as a 	herb tax, in the effluxion of time to the modern era evolved into “Vat” charges; iii) The Saviour’s miraclevia the coin in the fish gives us a clue as to His keen awareness of a certain general “fish tax” 	which proved Saviour had thought of everything and covered all His obligations “[s]o as not to offend”; iv) later in Judea at AD 66-70 silver was coined and issued were silver shekels and half shekel 	pieces; Herod’s introduction of Roman coins struck with the Emperor’s head was an affront to the Zealots who in the normal course, displayed silhouettes of botany or a feral on their coins. They 	revolted, followed by a retaliatory measure from Herod in confiscation of Temple treasures, which drastically diminished supplies of metal.  After the fall of Jerusalem and destruction of the Temple, 	all tax remittances went directly to the Roman treasury and even tithes normally stored at theTemple were re-directed. At this point the Zealots over-struck old foreign coins with their own dies under 	the inscription “Deliverance of Jerusalem” [Isa 59:16-20; Jn 2:13-16; Ro 12:11]. 


4	The fact that Saviour mentioned a “coin’ rather than a “weight” is explained against the background of New Testament history. The didrachmon coin was used to pay Temple tax and preferably 	coins from Tyre since Antiochene money was forbidden at the Temple - not because of any religious reason but simply due to the fact Tyrene coins were weighted with a heavier component of 	silver. The coin Peter scooped from the fish’s mouth would have been circulation from Tyre and most satisfactory to the Temple tax collectors. Interestingly - the common talent, heaviest silver unit 	weighed around 3000 Shekels which was the full weight a man could carry; John the Apostle in his vision at AD 95 inscribed heavy hailstones the “weight of one talent” [Mtt 17:24-25;Rv 16:21; 	Spiritual Belief 2019 at pg 3]. 


5	The practice of tithing did not originate with Mosaic law but from ancient faithful peoples e.g. one Melchizedek to whose priesthood Abraham’s tithes were considered superior to the Aaronic 	priesthood. The Levites received the tithes and then due to the fact they were a group afforded no personal income in service to God, were permitted to retain the residual. The Hebrew people were 	required to tithe seed and crops of the land, fruit of the trees, herds and flocks and if one preferred to pay the equivalent in coins there was no law against this. Generally, after submitting tithe the 	Hebrews faithfully then went to Jerusalem to worship and celebrate the Lord God, see [Lev 27:30-31-33; Ps 25:11; 36; 107; Isa 48:18; Rev 21:1ff]. 


6	Peter at around AD 64 and AD 66 in his Epistles discussed the worth of one’s faith-in-Christ where he made use ot words such as “genuine”, “precious”, “worth more than gold” and to “resist the 	wandering to and fro devil who seeks to devour”; while Jude linked men and women’s faith expressly to the holiness of God, see [1 Pe 1:5,7,9; 2 Pe 1:1-5; Jude 20].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra reflect non-restrictively on the miracles of Jesus Christ, a humble man who willingly depended upon His Father’s instructions as He brought the Kingdom of God to earth and in so doing, delivered and overturned the works of the devil and at this point healed a paralyzed man and further cured a woman who had lived under an ailment for eighteen years - with far reaching ramifications for the Apostles’ Gospels.  We read from Psalms 103:3; Isaiah 4:2; Matthew 9:1-8; 9:32-33; Mark 2:1-12 and Luke 13:10-17. The Lord placed prime interest on the Spiritually hungry who came to Him for Spiritual food1, however in addition He had a most tender heart of compassion2 for the crowds that pressed in to experience His healing. The Lord Jesus at critical junctures affirmed all that was good and at times engaged in heated exchanges with the Scribes and Pharisees and addressed their over-evaluation of human tradition, unbelief and super-imposition of rules added to the Lord God’s simple laws, however He exposed their hypocrisy the most with a view to enlighten. Saviour’s deep humanity became evident, along with the assumption of the critical condition that needed to be present in order to heal - just your faith - and in a rare admission acknowledged Messiahship with proof of His authority to forgive sins and with physical healing thereafter that carried with it knowledge that the Author of Life had ability to heal all diseases. The Lord made correct use of two powers - a) His claimed authority to forgive, and; b) as He noted the paralyzed man and his friends’ good intentions3, Saviour backed up His claims in the strengthening of extremities. On the Sabbath at another juncture, the woman who had walked doubled-over, met the Lord Jesus where He called her to Him and forthrightly pronounced her healed4 to the extent of straightening her spine again. The institution was angry since they saw healing as part of the doctor’s profession and therefore work.  However firstly, Christ challenged their definition of “work” then secondly, He pointed to their inability to see past the Law to its intention, since they refused to rejoice when a human being was set free from Satan’s bondage. The Saviour’s position was the Pharisees hid behind their own set of laws to avoid Love’s obligations5. Isaiah prophetically stated the Branch of the Lord is beautiful, glorious, fruitful and very appealing. ANY PERSON who wishes to know Saviour, may ask Jesus to save them by His Grace as you repent of your sins.

1	Our brothers and sisters who went before us put their faith in the Lord God; further acknowledged by the Apostles, in Jesus Christ at around AD 35 to the Council; and more than twenty years later 	Peter outlined in his Epistle the Son as foundation and refinement of our faith notwithstanding the True Shepherd – that Peter distinguished from false teachers. Hebrews at around AD 68 helpfully 	confirmed the Oath upon which all faith in Christ was founded with effect into eternity, see [Ac 2:17ff; 4:19-32; 6:5; Heb 1ff; 11ff; 1 Pe 3; 2 Pe 2].


2	The topics of suffering and disease were Scripturally closely bound up with questions of nature and the origin of evil itself.  Having regard for the account of the Fall of man, patently soon afterwards 	man knew insecurity, fear and pain. On the one hand, whole nations who obeyed God were generally free of disease and on the other hand, pestilence was one of the sore judgments from God on 	His people in breach of the solemn Covenant. Sickness and disease could be one’s own fault, or other reasons but it was always attributed in Scripture to its source – Satan the author of all evil and 	thus Scripture in Acts spoke of “[a]ll that were oppressed by the devil came to be healed” and the Lord’s telling remark in the wheat  and tares parable, where masses of thistles emerged on the 	farmer’s field, observed as “[a]n enemy has done this”. The paralyzed man had not a fatal frightening respiratory paralysis, just his inert legs had rendered him unable to walk and jump i.e. until 	Jesus’ miracle changed him. The modern believer after reading the account has work to do – i) get to know the Lord more; ii) earnestly strive to fellowship with Him in spite of the cost; iii) believers 	must not put off doing this; iv) understand, the year of God’s favour will not always be available, see [Ge 4:13; Ex 15:25-26;Lev 16:14-16;Jer 24:10; Spiritual Belief 2019 pg19].    


3	Scripture observed at around 663 B.C. Capernaum was the home village of the minor prophet Nahum. It was a productive, wealthy city, lakeside near a political border so that a customs post	and military detachment were necessary. Trade-wise there was much opportunity, including the business of fishing. Situated on the Sea of Galilee in a densely populated area, the neighbouring 	insula to Peter’s house contained room for fifteen families which meant there might easily have been 130/150 people in and around the house, its ashlars and courtyard that day. As an aside, 	Capernaum was not far from the location W called “Ro’s Pinna” which meant ‘cornerstone’, that the Psalmist first noted as he reflected his jubilation in the downfall of his enemies at the Lord’s might.	Paul reverently assigned the long-term foundational liturgical setting of the “Cornerstone” in Zion to the Messiah. Capernaum at around AD 28 was a Roman and Greek melting pot of manners, 	attire, architecture and politics therefore Saviour’s first words to the paralytic were memorable “[y]our sins are forgiven you, take up your mat and walk” - the Spiritual state of the man was the 	Saviour’s primary concern although it was not the only concern, since healing came second and further, continuing to live a life of truth and honour for the Lord. Historically, at around 663 B.C. 	Nahum prophesied judgment for Ninevah as he plunged into a statement that highlighted the jealousy of God at dilution of His Word through myth-living. The two-fold purpose of God to – firstly, bring 	in His Kingdom; and secondly, the Lord’s punishment of His adversaries including the elders and princes who had defrauded the people instead of helping them; and once again Isaiah’s statement 	against the backdrop of the “heights of richness” God’s people gained from idolatry “[D]on’t 	admire them, they smartly became rich with your  money!” [Isa 3:1ff;  Nah 1:1-15; 3:1-19a; Eph 2:20].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra profess the prescriptive truth from the Gospel of John and read from His Epistle 1 Jn 1-5; Job 37:5; Psalm 93:4. Thunder was synonymous for the Presence and nearness of God, and became an integral component of the Lord’s nature and judgments. At around AD 26 the disciple whom the Lord Jesus called “Boanerges, son of Thunder”, John1, son of Zebedee and Salome was reflective of the Lord’s choice in disciple and closest friend where He shared with John important information i.e. on the Island of Patmos, John would continue writing and seeing visitors for purposes of Salvation, plus he would complete three Epistle corpus’ - complete with the corresponding themes the Lord wished him to include. Endearing accounts2 were written of the Lord e.g. ex post the Crucifiction after an all-night earnest fish that ran into the early morning, at first light John recognized Jesus the Lord from afar, similar to the manner one recognized a cheerful wave or was acquainted with a particular aromatic sizzling, since the Lord had prepared for His hungry disciples hot fried fish with herbs [and we are aware the Saviour had more than head knowledge of herbs and spices, since His Mother was au fait with the Fuller’s role and kept the Saviour’s garment and outer garment perpetually sweet-smelling with her herbs/spices such as cassia, myrrh and aloes as a sign of anointing and her love; and further evidenced, the soldiers cast lots for a garment and famous robe that was clean and well looked after. In the Garden of Gethsemane at early evening, John was amazed as the Chief Priests and Pharisees staggered to their knees when faced with the awesome power of Forgiveness and Mercy that greeted them. John afforded the Saviour title of “Light of the world” saying he testified as to Christ’s Light that shone3 and revealed the darkness. On a geo-physics level and we say this in honour of the Most High Creator of all storms of thunder and lightning who deserves all the praise for their wonders - the Presence of over fifty or more thunder and lightning storms around the world at any given hour, assists us to consistently appreciate and thank the Lord God for His nearness; and we are caught up in the powerful strength of His signed unfailing New Covenant and held by the Lord. The Lord God saves and has always saved those who love Him, in every era. ANY PERSON who seeks to come near to the Saviour Jesus in worship may ask Him for forgiveness for your sins - and when God Almighty sees that Christ’s message has been acted upon, He will bless you abundantly. Samuel, after the wheat season in dusty circumstances evoked the power and majesty of God’s unseasonal thunder 	and rain that deepened divine emphasis not to appoint a king; Job candidly admitted he heard the voice of God in the thunder; King David wrote that when the Lord thundered it was a picture of 	His glory; John saw the vision of the angel of judgment and affirmative voice of God; the Psalmist wrote the Lord was mightier than the sound of all the loudest rumbling thunders put together and 	Scripture indicated the volume sounded the comprehensive works of the Messiah; at Christ the Lord’s baptism, at the Transfiguration, Crucifiction the Presence of God in thunder was evidenced.

Scripture thus became filled with God’s 	guidance on how to worship God, treat one another and how a city might behave towards its neighbouring city in kindness, helpfulness to people caught in the middle of war, guidelines for 	employers and their employees’ happiness, show impartiality,exert God’s justice etc., and He made them very prosperous. They remained within the ambit of His Laws until the balance was 	tipped for idolatry where His prophets and a remnant was left. Two prophets inter alia at around 759 B.C. and 663 B.C. Jonah and Nahum were used by the Lord to minister to two wicked cities 	that sought to destroy God’s people – maybe because they would not “sell” their beautiful city to the rich. Jonah’s didactic repentance message undoubtedly stressed the universal powers of God 	over the cruel corvée system and oppression. Nahum was sent to Assyria with the message, the Lord God had unmistakeable control of the destinies of all nations. The huge city of Babylon had 	prophecies looming against it from the likes of God’s prophets such as Isaiah that made the Lord’s designation significantly clear - He was above all gods and far more superior “[S]o says our 	Redeemer, who will save Israel from Babylon, the Lord Almighty is His name, the Holy One of Israel” and along with the cities of Assyria that devolved in a closely similar pattern, the Lord blew 	over them with a breath of judgment and they crumbled and broke. Eventually, Daniel at around 553 B.C. ascribed that all the world would understand the Most High dominates all cities and 	kingdoms of the world and gave power to whomever He chose. Scripture recorded - the “Mystery of Babylon” a vicious monster who when it defied the Lord God would be dealt with, but the “who” 	and “when” – Scripture has given all rulers a time of Grace, see [Ge 24:10; Lv 19:15; Nu 13:19; Dt 16:30; 24:17; Jnh 3; Nah 2:1-13; Col 4:1; Rev 17:5].     
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The Church placed a high priority on how they fitted into God’s Plan and knew the God of Scripture well enough to worship Him. Both Abraham, and the Church taught by Christ took God at His Word; they understood His goodness and worshipped God first, over their problems; they grasped the victory had already been won. Through Abraham’s seed God’s love was extended to all the nations - made possible by Lord Jesus’ Cross that brought trust, good-will and peace. Both worshipped and served the Almighty God who made heaven and earth, the lakes, seas, springs and fountains.
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Graeme and his wife Veldra illustrate the healing power of the Saviour in His miracles, wrought to restore and heal many people. We read from Matthew 9:18-26; Luke 7:11-16; John 11:1-45. John and other Gospel writers were able to record but a fraction of the miracles of Jesus the Saviour due to the fact He performed so many, however enough of His words and works are presented so that as His disciples we are able to know Him more at this point in mankind’s history. At around AD 26 the entire location of Galilee, its surrounds and across the Jordan were scenes of fantastic displays of God’s craftsmanship and creative power evidenced against elevations of worldliness - a symbol of God’s fidelity that pointed people to His Mercy and love for a fallen creation [Jn 14:9] and that palpably brought about a marked restoration of praises for the Lord God Almighty. Saviour raised three people from the dead and in so doing, brought the Kingdom of God crisply into focus and showed with veracity that not only was He Master over death but He was a good, kind and honest man whom the Lord God had blessed and whose prayers were “heard”. Those called back to life from death were - firstly, the son of a widow from Nain1; secondly, a seven year old little girl telȋṯâ qȗmri [Aramaic]2, daughter of Jairus the Synagogue ruler, and; thirdly, Lazarus from Bethany, brother of Mary and Martha, friends to the Lord. Lazarus3 was known as one “scarcely heard of half a mile from home” and yet to him the wonderful raising from the dead, happened. It soon becomes clear that the eyewitness who gave the Lazarus account was one very close to the Saviour since detailed facts were recorded4. Jesus the Source of Life later gave His own Life - He stood with and stood for so believers might have Eternal Life and is at present praying sincerely on behalf of His Church in heaven. The procurement of Christ on earth so that mankind might have a fair chance at Salvation5 cannot go unappreciated and we urge the unsaved to fear the Lord who is awesome in His power. ANY PERSON who wishes to believe God can change things and give people new Life, must confess that Jesus the Saviour is the One who gives eternal Life; then further, ask God the Father to save you in Christ’s name - the Saviour He sent in the flesh.

1	Nain was a corruption of the original Hebrew word “naim”, and the ‘gate’ would have been the juncture where the road entered the small pretty town at the place of houses, since Nain was positioned 	on the Plain of Jezreel a few miles S of Nazareth. The interesting glean from Nain was that at around 848 B.C. at the same place, Elisha the Lord’s prophet was a vehicle of blessing for a son to a 	barren woman who, later miraculously raised her son to life after he was smitten by sun-stroke. The reader will remember too, a widow and her neighbours had gathered many vessels in which to 	pour Elisha’s blessing of olive oil from one small jar to supply means for a debt her husband owed. A miracle indeed and at around AD 26 the Saviour blessed another widow at the same location, 	who raised her son from the dead that strengthened her micro-economy and heart, rendering her deeply grateful to the Lord, see [2 Ki 4:1-37;Jn 11:1ff; Lk 7:11-16].    


2	The local Rabbi came to Jesus the Saviour only after his daughter had died which meant that it was too late for anyone else to help her. He worshipped the Saviour. The Lord acknowleged glory to 	the Father and Son of God and He knew the root history of the little girl’s name as generally associated with ”people of the scrolls” (. The Lord went to the girl, took her hand and raised her to life. 	Scripture states the news spread all around the region. 3	The Saviour had been preaching across the Jordan in Perea when the two sisters Mary and Martha sent the message Lazarus was ill. The Saviour was very fond of Lazarus and his sisters and He 	was aware of the distance of Bethany to Jerusalem as two miles E of Jordan since He had travelled that road often. However the Lord in order to bring glory to God waited for two days before 	heading out to Bethany, the task ahead of Him not taken lightly and upon arrival made the claim “[I] am the Resurrection and the Life”. John, whose Gospel contained the most historical authentic 	sayings of Jesus, in addition was filled with John’s interpretations of Christ the Lord and words mouthed by Thomas who was willing to go to the tomb of Lazarus “and possible death” at the hands of 	the Institution; and the other disciples fears and familiar thoughts after having heard and seen the marvellous deeds of Jesus, John wholly identified with all, see [John 11:1-45].


4	The Holy Spirit came into the consciousness of God-fearing men in a degree not known since the close of Malachi’s prophetic ministry, His assigned office worked in the equipping of the Messiah 	for both good and extraordinary deeds - the Father working through the Son by God’s Spirit [Isa 11:2;61:1; Mal 1:1-7; 3:16; Jn 16:14].


6	Jesus never alluded to the title Messiah. The fact that He was, Scripture grounded in His works and Resurrection. The Saviour called Himself by the name that was forfeited - “Servant of God” 	and further the Aramaic “son of Man”, and by those declarations was clearly moulded His understanding of His Messianic vocation as seen from His careful selection of Old Testament passages 	that explained His mission, among which Isaiah 53 with its explicit portrayal of a Servant who would suffer and die to redeem His people, took pride of place. The “right arm of Yahweh, was Yahweh 	Himself”. To the masses He was the Hope and expected Deliverer; to the blind, deaf, diseased and Spiritually unperceptive He was the Saviour and to the Church at around AD 48 onwards He was 	the Possessor and their security and could be so for multitudes of nations. Remember – Christ the Lamb, “hagnos” pure, chaste, without defect became the guilt offering, the offering of a burnt 	sacrifice, sin offering, peace offering and grain offering so that the purpose of God would be fulfilled, believers would receive blessings and be counted separate from the world and in-Him 	their growth experience could not perish. This was a treasure of great value and like God’s Love had reach way into eternity where Scripture stated Christ the High Priest, whose work was no mere 	earthly model of the real Tabernacle in heaven since He is the Living Tabernacle in heaven, would personally see to it, [Nu 6:1-17; Isa 52:10; 53:1ff; 59:21; Heb 8:1-5; 9:11-15].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in Part III briefly discuss the King of Righteousness, our Saviour Jesus Christ as He ushered in the eschatological Kingdom of God on earth.  We read from Job 8:6; Psalm 71:3; Mark 1:15; Luke 19:11; 11:20; 21:34; 22:20; Heb 10:19-23. Salient doctrine the Saviour focused on regarding the Kingdom of God was - i) its fulfillment in Christ’s death; ii) the Kingdom was high and extraneous from the world system; iii) it was Sourced1 in God the Father, God the Son and Holy Spirit iv) its Kingdom ethic; v) the wider aspect of Gentile inclusion; vi) the impact of two relevant Kingdom structures - a) Two vital Commandments; b) the Lord’s Prayer. The Incarnate Lord actually embodied the Old Testament “Kingdom” role envisaged through the prophetic voice2. The Lord’s first recorded words of ministry pertained to the timing of the Kingdom, the fact that He had access to it and perpetuity of the Kingly Priest3 role in forgiveness of sin - that aligned to Jeremiah’s prophecy of the era of “new hearts” where God’s law would reside within and forever - effected solely through God’s Mercy and Grace. At around AD 26 the King of Righteousness already commenced “Sovereignty” on earth as the pinnacle and final definitive act4 of God in His dealings with mankind however the ministry of the King of Righteousness was not a repetition of the previous5 pattern of God’s working, it was new and with eschatological significance in that the Saviour demonstrated His Kingdom still-on-the-ultimate-horizon was under the Hand of Lord God’s prescription. Saviour demonstrated Kingly favour via warnings of the need for His followers to continually regard the Sealed6 agreement for eternal life - the act of sealing itself denoting royalty. This very personal touch appeared often in the Gospels and became one of the most distinctive and novel features of Jesus’ teachings. In conclusion, we are reminded of the words Lord Jesus used when He ministered to the woman at the well “[I]f you only knew to whom you are speaking” [Jn 4:7]. ANY PERSON who wishes to accept that Salvation is a life-raft in these present tribulations and who wants Salvation may call upon the name of the Lord Jesus to be saved and He will save you.

The more-	than-human authority was manifested during His ministry in the – i) finality of His teaching; ii) His independence of teaching; iii) His exorcizing power; iv) His mastery over nature; v) His forgiveness of 	sins; vi) after His resurrection He declared He had all power over heaven and earth, also exercised in bringing the elect into His divine rule as Saviour King in His Kingdom of Salvation; vii)  having	regard for His Kingship “[W]hatsoever you ask God for in My name He will do it for you”; viii) He proffered many gifts “[W]hen He ascended unimpeded on high He gave gifts and led captives in His 	train”, see [Mtt 7:28f; 8:9f; 12:28; 28:18ff; Mk 1:7,27; 2:5-12;  Lk 8:24f; 10:17; Jn 5:19,22f,27; 12:31f; 17:18; 20:21; Ac 1:8; 2:36; 5:31; 18:9f ; Eph 4:7ff; Rev 22:18-19].   


4	The pronouncement that Christ would rule with an iron Sceptre was directly connected to the blessings that the symbol of Kingship would not depart from Judah – that in Christ pointed to His Throne 	in perpetuity [seen by the senescent John] and He granted access to be “heard” to whomever He wanted. His rod symbolized Kingship sovereignty, in addition He broke the Sceptre of the 	Babylonian rulers hence the already prophesied New Testament declaration of latter “victory” and “justice” from the Rod of Iron, see [Gen 49:10; Dt 18:15; Jer 51:37; Rev 2:27; 18:1-24].

The Kingly Presence of the King of Righteousness 	was present through the Holy Spirit who Himself recognized the status of Christ’s Sonship in His assistance to the saints; and further who via indwelling Resurrection Life reassured the saints of 	“serenity in the storm” that they might not teeter nor be easily swayed in the tribulations of life, see [Lk 21:34; Heb 10:19-23].   	


6	Jesus Christ with a keen awareness showed a disinterest in power for His own gain. He emphasized the Lord God fulfilled His promises and that Christ’s Crucifiction was a “token of God’s new 	agreement to save you” - that was Sealed by the King with His own perfect life-blood poured out in order to purchase their souls. “Come into His gates with thanksgiving and into His courts with praise. . when He ascended on high He gave gifts and led captives in His train”  [Psalm 100:4; Ephesians 4:7ff].
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Graeme and his wife Veldra consider in Part II the reign of Jehovah’s good kings as part of more than four centuries and covered by the annals of the kings in the Old Testament. 


Good kings’ ruled over Judah as part of the Spiritual heritage and foundation of modern day religious instruction in Christ the Saviour, who Himself was born of David’s line in the place called Bethlehem of Ephrathah at around 4 B.C. We read from Genesis 12:1-3; 2 Chronicles ch 14-16; 25; Psalm 26:8; Isaiah 9:6-7; 1 Cor 3:11  If the wicked kings under the weight of rebellion acted as the mechanism that led the nation astray from the Lord’s balance of power, it was thankfully the deeds of obedient kings through whom the goodness of God worked, that carried the highest visible standards of righteousness, loyalty and justice, “[t]hey did what was right in the eyes of the Lord” and “[w]ho lifted up their eyes toward the Lord in heaven - and not to enchantment”. We have the Lord’s prophets to thank for the meticulous positive compilation of the long histories of honest, ethical and morally pure ways of good kings that the Lord Jehovah instrumentally used, and at around AD 26 Jesus the Saviour attended to in His ministry where He assisted firstly, the sons of Abraham1 in repairing their relationship with the Lord God. Secondly, Jesus the Lord sent Apostles out with Spiritual instruction to the Gentiles for grafting into Christ’s true Faith of Abrahamic and Davidic heritage and Spiritual tradition that under-girded Church religious contemplations, wisdom and understanding, particularly insofar as they followed the pristine example of our Saviour who worshipped Jehovah God with a pure heart. The striking lesson learnt from the Lord’s Covenants with common man was that they were never “as between equals”. The Lord God, holy and Most High, all-knowing and all-powerful consented to enter Covenant with man who was weak, impressionable, sinful and imperfect however who achieved true greatness because they “[h]ad a heart for God”, which meant the good king wanted to obey God, he prized above all else the Will of God and His work. Covenant consisted of the Lord’s everlasting, faithful love in return for a stoic, loyal, heart-felt faith in Him who promised2 the Covenantees’ soul’s would live in security while He brought to fruition their Salvation and granted their prayers. David, King over ALL of Israel - i) firstly brought back the Ark of Covenant to Jerusalem; ii) he showed trust in God’s Covenant particularly in military exploits; iii) he personally organized a recordal of historic Covenant delivery - he emphasized Spiritual and material providence; iv) he prepared God’s Temple as a vehicle for true worship at the place of God’s choosing - a defining Covenant term; v) he honoured the Priestly relationship with Yahweh that went hand-in-hand with kingship; vi) and he safe-guarded the faith3.  At around 1010 B.C. to 910 B.C prior to division of the consolidated kingdom, politics as a major theme of the pagan religions intervened however the choices made by good kings to honour as primary, No.1 of the 10 Commandments [and the others], meant they played a crucial part in securing Jehovah’s loving and wise Presence and in the prevention of life-altering mistakes and Spiritual error - i) Hezekiah threw out every manipulative manufactured idol; he purified the Temple, brought back song, worship and true sacrifices of thanksgiving and praise; he brought tithes back into the house of God; ii) Josiah, appalled at the neglect of the Law of God, removed the sinful influences from the lives of God’s Spiritually dry people, was assisted by a newly restored priesthood under the Passover convocational Feast where in public he committed to wholly obeying God’s Covenant. To place Solomon in the history of good kings, we noted that he followed the Lord’s Laws, barring the fatal inter-mixing of faiths, beliefs and practices directly against the wishes of the Lord. Solomon through his wisdom became the richest king in history, he constructed the Temple as David had instructed, however Solomon’s heart had not remained pure for God. Solomon possessed chariots, shields, land, gold, silver, ivory, ships bowls, clothing, horses, wives, armor, spices, mules, kings, kingdoms and wooden furnishings made from the Cedars of Lebanon that he used as though they were common sycamore. He reigned for 40 years. The wisest piece of advice Solomon issued was to the Children of Israel, in conclusion to his proverbs, books, songs and poems - fear the Lord God. Finally, the Church must [peremptive] learn the context of New Covenant with God and the obligations to follow that came into play the hour of our first belief in Christ whose sacrificial death is core to everything we believe - His life-blood a signature to the New Covenant4, His eternal Life the only hope. 


ANY PERSON who wishes to know Christ’s Salvation for purpose and the only hope available, may call on the name of Lord Jesus to save them.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra consider the view of Scripture regarding references to the appointment of the Lord God’s Kings and in Part I, Deuteronomy 17:14-20 we noted the root word ‘king’ generally as - i) ‘to possess’; ii) ‘to counsel’; iii) ‘hold sway over the region’; iv) ……..…; v) hereditary and legal obligations; vi) rulers who guided the lives of the people. This distinguished from tyrants, worldly tyrants given permission to act or usurpers who came in through sinister coercion and registered adherents to their cultus of financial dominance1, also predicted as a warning, the further collation mark on the forehead or the hand - and remember Scripture has not revealed the “who” or “when” just the “take pre-cautions to follow the Lord God”. An earthly king’s responsibilities - i) maintain righteousness2; ii) possess the testimonies; iii) act impartially; iv) preserve justice, proclaim the Law and keep a personal diary of adherence to God’s laws; v) the humble public reading of God’s Laws and statutes; vi) kings across the boundary lines of nations sent gifts to one another although the excessive accumulation of goods, chattels, horses, wives, slaves, silver and gold was discountenanced on the grounds of preservation of the king’s purity of heart to Yahweh. Scripture spanned a block of a few hundred years from at around 1050 B.C. to 586 B.C. that observed under the economy of the Lord God, many wicked kings who arose and by their own choice deviated from the Lord’s goodness, “[T]hey sacrificed to demons, grew fat…and of the Rock, of His habitation who begot them, they were unmindful” and throughout the years the N and S lands of the Children of Israel paid a heavy price for rejection of God’s Laws - a) Jeroboam agreed to a suite of ill-advised agreements, placed idols at Bethel and Dan, was judged harshly by the Lord; b) Ahab of the N, exploited agriculture, amassed wealth, warred with his neighbours, put the nation at very real risk, was predictively warned, ignored the warnings, was no match for God’s power and died in an ensuing surprise skirmish; c) Jehoshaphat carelessly partnered with a wicked foreign king inveighed with derivative interests who dictated the terms of foreigner appointment to high positions in the land and Jehoshaphat lost everything; d) Jeroboam II, burgeoned the core structure with social inequality, exacted a high tariff wall where the poor once again paid the price; staffed a non-levitical priesthood and “purchased” social peace, was judged by the Lord in the full-on plunder by Aram that brought him back to his senses; e) Ahaz “[w]hose father was a good king…but…” deviated from God at around 735 B.C. through installation of a heathen cultus changed Temple services, replaced the altar of burnt offerings with a pagan replica, stole Temple vessels to foreign tribute - was warned in three waves, ignored the warnings and when his heathen benefactor was conquered, both N and S kingdoms of Ahaz fell to the much stronger foe; f) Hoshea was singlehandedly causa causans to the over-population of foreigners under resettlement policies in the N, who worshipped God in addition to the cultus of paganisms until Israel was swept away under the burden of God’s displeasure; g) Uzziah, in pride drove God’s Priests from the Temple and lost the special relationship nurtured previously by good kings; used the prayer-incense inappropriately, was judged in the instanter with a disease and was driven comprehensively from Palace life under the scourge of leprosy having never obtained a certificate of “freedom from disease” from the priest. It was a defining characteristic of the Lord that He brought Life to all those who came to Him, His Mercies detectable by His people’s sorrow shown for sin - practicalities Scripture often established as pertaining to good Kings; however the wicked kings, influenced by worldliness despised the Lord and poured scorn on His messages that prompted many prophets to faithfully cry out to God for answers and direction - anything but the stifling oxygenless dynasties, regencies, co-regencies and their fathers3 of evil, discerned as with inability to rise to the heights of Jehovah’s goodness. One final point, Scripture called Christ the “Scion”,4 off-shoot cut for grafting believers onto the blessed Davidic dynasty of greater blessings, the King-Priest defined by disciple Matthew as “Son of David”, adduced by John as per the doctrine of final causes, as the Faithful and True Word of God with pre-planned victory over the spirit of Babylon-who-deceived-globally - and many were deceived - since generals, captains, traders, luxury merchants, shipmasters, politicians and craftsman the world over “mourned her luxurious lifestyle” when she came to a crisp, sharp end [Rev 18:1ff]. ANY PERSON who seeks to be forgiven and saved must repent of their sins before the Lord Jesus in prayer and ask for His perfect Grace to save you.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in our weekly Bible study of worship and praise to the Lord God Almighty, in Part I of the term “Doxology”, look to the Lord’s established honour, referenced in Old and New Testaments that pertained to one era after another - thankful men and women who adjusted to circumstances and were “living doxologies” to the Lord God’s glory, where we read 1 Chronicles 29:11; Psalm 8:1; Luke 2:14,29-38; Romans 16:24-27; Hebrews 10:26; Revelation 22:21. The word “Doxology” itself does not appear in the Bible however a doxology closely defined any hymn sung to the glory of the Lord with personal remarks that observed the goodness, integrity and incorruptibility of the Holy God, most generously incorporated throughout the Scriptures. Doxologies were composed by not a small number of relevant people - Moses and Miriam after deliverance from slavery with thanksgiving for passage through the Red Sea; David gave himself over to God’s conditioning who shaped David’s life with songs of praise and glory for strategy and unabashed adoration; Deborah and Barak’s triumphant hymn sung as a festive poem celebrated the victory and might of God after overthrow of the enemy; Hannah, mother of Samuel sang in gratitude for her son; King Hezekiah whose relationship of human personality and devotion with God contoured the last fifteen years of his life, sang a hymn that honoured the One who favoured; the virgin Mary sang a hymn of humble thanksgiving to the Lord God for her impactful role in His kingdom; Zacharias, father of John the Baptist exalted the “Dayspring that visited us”; Simeon, upon whom the Holy Spirit rested increasingly with a materially directed mind, sang a gratitude hymn extolling the faithfulness of the Lord in sending His Christ. Each doxology1 reflected glory and praise, e.g. to - i) the Father, ii) God in the Highest, iii) God’s Kingdom; iv) God’s power; v) the Son of God; vi) the Holy Ghost; vii) Creator Most High’s world-without-end; viii) God from whom all blessings flowed. Our Saviour Himself sang a hymn/doxology before His agonizing Sacrifice on the conquering Cross of Calvary. The Apostles2 expressed creative Psalm-type doxologies, celebratory, festival, convocational and humble songs proffered at commencement of their circular letters and closing remarks of most of their New Testament books. The Church was given a religious duty to lift hearts and voices upward and outward expressing relief and praise3 that became an overwhelming assurance of God’s inexhaustible Love. John the senescent Apostle inscribed unique eschatological perspective that highlighted the timelessness of the Lord God and the flow of His Peace - available particularly through the Prince of Peace4. Tens of ten thousand and thousands of thousands of voices sang to the splendour and victory of the Purpose of God Almighty, to the tenor of the Lamb slain that connected His Church to everlasting Peace, “[H]allelujah, Praise the Lord! Salvation, honour and authority5 belong to God alone for His judgments are just and true“. Footnote1 contains most of the doxologies inscribed. ANY PERSON who wishes to know Lord Jesus and sing a thankfulness doxology to Him for drawing you near, must repent of your sin, then ask Him to save you.

When one felt isolated or shut out by resurging baseless 	discrimination or recriminations it paid to remember the Church could never be lost to Christ’s exclusive love, that anyone or anything created who attempted to pluck the Church out of God’s Hand 	would discover Scripture’s timeless Defender. Paul reckoned the death and resurrection of Christ was all the evidence needed that He was inconquerable [Ro 8:38-39; Eph 3:18-19].  


3	Praise was the heartfelt response of humans who genuinely loved God. The more one knew Him the more one responded with affection, thanksgiving, praise and adoration, con-joined at the heart 	was the Love of a tender, well prepared and very protective God and Saviour, [Eph 3:18-19].  


4	Peace emanated from the Lord and was expressed in His lifted up Countenance or metaphorically His Peace that was synonymous with His Presence, that became the Church’s shade and 	steadfastness. The face gave visible indication of inward thoughts, feelings, joy and concern. God’s face may not be seen by mankind for fear of death however the Lord generously created a path 	so that every believer through Heavenly Father’s Christ, may worship Him and be “heard” – made acceptable due to Christ’s death, righteousness in exchange for sin. Note the austere words of 	Isaiah regarding the obedience of the ultimate Son and Servant who “set His face like flint” to obey; and further, note how Ezekiel attributed to the incarnate Lord a determined and tough face that 	brought to completion the purpose of God’s Salvation. His Father advised Him to fear not the sullen, angry looks of His contemporaries. Saviour opened Salvation for all cultures, creeds and tongues 	and it was this peace that characteristically settled in the Church’s hearts. It is still open for ANY PERSON to receive Salvation [Nu 6:26; Isa 50:7; Ezek 3:7,9; Ac10:36].


5	People lose a vital ability when they can no longer see their sin. The results are broken relationships; authority out of control; blindness towards the needy - literally a litmus assessment of where 	a 	country stood before the Lord God; incongruous disparity between overambitious, meddling rich and the poor; and, worse still, forgetfulness towards God. To the Church, under John the 	senescent Apostle’s vision came Word from the Lord that there would be a resurgence of evil after subsidence – similar occurrences had taken place era after era where Scripture noted that God 	was aware of the “who” and “when” in every era and always conquered in victory, since He was a God who willingly revealed His great power. Note the twenty-four elders of Revelation who 	reverently and worshipfully acknowledged thanks to the Lord for the fact that all the kingdoms of the world saw His immense revealed power and He reigned, see [Rev 13:3; 16:15; 18:2-19].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra discover the source from which flowed the Lord God’s “justice” and tie in New Testament reference points, where we read at Exodus 20:1-17; 21:1; Job 36:17; Hebrews 12:27-29. Firstly, the word justice occurs 115 times in Old Testament inscription and the word meant “[t]he rule that should guide…with scrupulous fairness and impartial justice”, that extended even to the foreigner.  Moses as a judge, divided his case-load into common cause cases which he passed over to his deputies to adjudicate and to himself the most important matters were brought. It is interesting that in the Mosaic period assessors who sat alongside the judges were Levitical Priests1. Since God was King, He passed verdict in favour of the accused - that meant that Satan could not advocate successfully against the Children of Israel; in addition the Lord “[r]aised up judges who saved them”inter alia such as Eli who served fourty years and Samuel “[w]ho judged Israel all the days of his life going in circuit to Bethel, Gilgal and Mizpeh”. Divine vindication was categorized as justice, portrayed by Solomon the wisest man on earth and translated “[G]od blesses the abode of the righteous”. Of God’s people, Isaiah noted they worshipped God piously and fasted to impress however their lives harboured unforgiven sin in their hearts - “[T]hey ask of me the ordinances of justice” he recorded and the Lord gave them justice, saying He did not want pious acts and sinful practices, He wanted them to obey the religion of correct worship with a genuine compassion for the poor, the helpless and oppressed. The New Testament doctrine of the Lord’s Grace and Justice placed Lord Jesus at the pivotal point of the new sacerdotal structure - “[f]or the Son of man also came not to be served but to serve and to give His life as a ransom for many”. Jesus the Saviour came that God might be just and Justifier of every believer in His Son Jesus Christ - who made our Salvation, sanctification, redemption and eschatological future secure and that believers might experience considerable freedom. Another word for Justice was “straightness” - witnessed by the leper2 and further the thief’s confession alongside the Saviour’s Cross of Calvary with the superscription “This is the King of the Jews”, where he according to the Canonical Gospel acknowledged “[F]ear God, for we indeed justly receive our due punishment, but this Man has done nothing wrong” and he partook of Christ’s divine pity, love and Grace attached to Eternal Life from that very moment. Justice spoke of undeserved pardon, righteousness, Salvation, deliverance, which we could categorize prima facie as “non-judicial justice” but-for the fact that the New Testament cautioned for a non-limited definition and prescribed the Lord as metering out justice under the lash of heaven-sent plagues, God’s consuming fire which put people under divine measurement for purity or for punishment; not precluding the earth itself which the Most High had created and which Paul in his individual selection and wording, expounded “[c]reation groaned under the pressure of fallen-ness and sin, longing to be set free from its state of bondage”. Otherwise, Scripture made it clear that the Lord God wanted His Church to “[s]eek justice” by “[pl]eading for the widow and judging the cause of the poor and needy”. This could also be presented in the form of a prayer in the Courts of the Lord - and He will do it. Towards they who attend to the poor, the widow and unfortunate, their offerings came before the Lord and He leant favourably their way. God measured human conduct by one who walked and acted like Him. ANY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour as a Just and Merciful God may ask  for Salvation if you really seek it and Lord Jesus will grant you His Grace to save.

1	The burden to lead the country by himself could not be accomplished single-handedly to a people prone to sin, rebellion and doubt. Moses’ deputies adjudicated matters of personal conflict, 	adultery, quarrels, inter-family spats and lies, business conduct – sales, trade competition, arguments regarding extortion or high rates and fraud. Moses dealt with the most important cases such as 	religious leadership, directional issues, practical holiness and national obedience that had a positive impact upon the nation. The Levites as ministers in the Tabernacle afforded the sitting Judge, 	Moses, knowledge of religious facts e.g. manual labour in the Tabernacle or maintenance or where a set of unusual circumstances occurred such as defection, apostasy and idolatry. Where a lack 	of sufficient evidence occurred or where there was not two or three witnesses and the truth was hard to see, scrupulous fairness and impartiality was sought from God and in the result a Godly man 	might be reinstated or rebel leader punished, see fn3 New Testament application [Ex 18:13-27; 20:1-17; 32:26-29; Dt 1:1, 9-18; 16:18; Jdg 2:16;1 Sa 4:18; 7:15-8:1;Prv 3:33; 16:11;19:9; Isa 58:2-3].  


2	At around AD 29 the Lord Jesus at the border junction of Galilee and Samaria, was called to heal 10 lepers and He pronounced healing [He did not touch them..sic, but directed on their way to the 	Priest they would be healed]. Saviour was immediately cognizant of the fact that only one had publicly acknowledged His power when he returned to say “thank You” and the Saviour not only wholly 	removed the defilement characterized by the presence of the snowy de-pigmented patches ofMycobacterium leprae  from all 10 - His healing extended way into the returnee’s future, “[G]o your way” 	with authority over the man’s entire future Lord Jesus sent His power to heal, see [Lk 17:11-19; Heb 11:32-33; Rev 2:3].   


3	Ascription to Jesus’ Life testified to His true identity and that He taught impartial treatment. At around AD 26 He had no basic quarrel with the prescribed Priestly functions of the Temple, He clashed 	though with the institution of “Temple police”, where “chief priest” included officers like ‘treasurer’ and ‘captain of police’ [note - vocative clash]. The Apostle Paul spoke of “knowing the facts” in his 	inscription to the Corinthians of presentation of his credentials and he counteracted the deception of the false teachers who propogated deviant views. Paul proved as a true Jew he gave his own 	sacrificial 	commitment to the Gospel of Christ – something the false teachers could never do. In the modern secular court of law, a Judge’s assessors were professionals who were not necessarily 	proficient in legal issues but who were of assistance to a sitting Judge for matters of fact e.g. a tax Judge would want to hear from his assessor regarding cross-border issues where one country 	publicized quarterly financial reports and perhaps another published only two annual financial reports, see [Ge 14:19; Ex 9:27; Ps 97:5; 108:5; Mtt 18:15-20, 35; 24:23-24; Lk 23:37-43; Ro 8:22; 1 	Cor 1:30; 10:26; 2 Cor 11:22-23; 1 Tim 4:1-5; Heb 12:29].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra aetiologically reference the Scriptural doctrine of the Lord’s Salvation cited from the Old Testament and New Testament, read at Isaiah 25:1-11 to 26:10; Phil 4:7. Amongst Christ’s commissioned eyewitnesses at around AD 49 to AD 95 the Apostles, there were no superstars, just a Spiritually sensitive Priesthood who were called into the long-term “Spiritual building trade”. Working together they continued to emphasize, the manner in which one might receive Salvation was so ordinary and simple that ANY PERSON who wanted to could receive it by faith.  The Team taught that Christ the Saviour had instilled in them that human skill could not get one into God’s kingdom, but simple faith in Christ could. They explained God had planned it this way so that no man should boast that his talent had earned him the right to secure Eternal Life. Salvation came from God and through Christ’s death it allowed mankind to become perfect in the sight of God. The manner of acceptance was by faith1 since Christ the Saviour had already accomplished the work necessary in His Sacrifice upon the Cross. Saviour did not stay dead, resurrected He went up to heaven and was seated at Father’s right hand, interceding for the ongoing ministry of the Team. The Team’s work fitted into the Lord’s unique, humane pattern for Love, faith, hope and peace which meant that, equipped with the Gifts of the Spirit came the clarification that Love reigned over knowledge, even where it might seem the Church looked “foolish”. The Gentiles were included in the Lord’s Salvation and we reference Isaiah the prophet, who gave honour and praised the Lord in his prophecy that the believers left behind after the Lord had judged2, would be joyful in the glory of the Righteous One. Isaiah held onto God’s promises for the future and looked forward to singing his praises at restoration of the heaven and the earth. In a prophecy Isaiah inscribed how God had completed His plans and fulfilled His promises by His goodness and faithfulness. Isaiah advanced how the Lord cared deeply for the poor and oppressed and was their refuge in that they could turn to Him for succour; and the Lord Jesus had actually confirmed that the kingdom of God belonged to the poor. Together everyone would participate in the great feast and those who had lived by faith would be rewarded and say “[T]his is our God in whom we trust, for whom we waited, now at last He’s here”. Isaiah further portrayed Judah opening the gates for all to receive Salvation who loved the Lord. Isaiah’s prophecy revealed how Gentile and Jew celebrated the overthrow of evil; commemorated the reality of eternity; and how Jehovah’s divine intention was that Salvation was the world’s greatest hope. Salvation was further illustrated by the raising up of the dead boy - by the Lord Jesus and Isaiah inscribed how believers could respond to God’s invitation to be saved. Christ’s work of Salvation was completed by Him and He stated that Salvation itself would never disappoint a person but that they would be taken from death to Life because it was the Lord Gods Plan right from the outset.  ANY PERSON who wants to have fellowship with Lord Almighty through Christ His Son can be saved, no-one is precluded. You may ask for Salvation and He gives it to you by your simple faith in Him - it does not matter who you are.

1	Many at the outset stumbled at the name of Jesus because His Good News sounded “foolish” to them. Society worshipped power, influence, gross wealth, however the Saviour chose to come in 	humility, He was raised poor plus He called Himself the nondescript name of “servant of God”, who offered His kingdom by faith - not by patent human works, so no-one could purchase Salvation. 	This seemed “backward” to the world however it is the path God chose to save mankind. Aside from the crystallized pictorial representation of Calvary’s Cross - a visual summary of certain essential 	features, no other symbols for Salvation were necessary – i) Christ was not a symbol, He was God “[I] and the Father are One”; ii) Saviour’s healing and miracles were done in sympathy; iii) the 	bread and wine on the Lord’s Day of Communion he directed “[D]o this, in rememberance of Me” that was a rite and channel of His Grace; iv) the Apostles and leaders were not symbols but 	servants under discipline [2 Sa 7:5; Mt 16:18; 26:28; Lk 22:19; Jn 10:30; Ac 2:23;1 Cor 1:27; 4:10; Heb 12:7,11].  


2	Warfare from at around 2000 B.C. to AD 91 was crude and cruel nations involved in warfare were known in particular for their use of blockades, sieges, obstructions and barricading off of cities, 	water, food and areas in order to force peoples to surrender to them. The aim was to take away the advantage a city enjoyed via supplies, food to eat and all contact from the outside and the 	question must be asked - could this have been the reason why Christ at around AD 26 fed the 4,000 and 5,000? The common people were starving for food? Attacking armies throughout the period 	such as war-driven Babylon would sometimes press the blockade by trying to scale walls, if there were any, with ladders or ramps after taking into consideration the superior defense. Other 	techniques included battering down the walls or creating tunnels underneath the walls that weakened them and thereafter the enemy tried to barricade off a city’s water supplies where access was 	gained as to the whereabouts of storehouses with concomitant loss of wealth and treasures pilfered. Isaiah prophesied the historical city of Babylon’s destruction would be so complete that nothing 	would inhabit it ever again. Pride was Satan’s and man’s sin and the Lord God at around 586 B.C. destroyed Babylon in order to rescue and restore the tiny remnant [i.e. those who remained faithful 	to Him] and His patience followed several steps -  i) due to the fact His chosen people rebelled and sinned against Him God purposed to use others, even heathen nations to punish disobedience; ii) 	the heathens, more often than not if they themselves were wicked, were likewise punished by God notwithstanding e.g. Babylon; iii) due to the fact God promised to bless His Children He readily 	crossed over into Mercy for His Remnant if they repented of their sins; iv) Lord God made Israel an essential ingredient in His work of fully blessing all Gentile nations in the Incarnation of Lord Jesus 	of Nazareth, who brought to bear the Grace of God in the Flesh and life-blessings from God in lieu of  a simple belief in Christ the Lord. A prominent theme of Isaiah was that non-Israelites and the 	returned faithful Israelites would be called the “True Israel” due to their belief in Jesus Christ, His Son [Isa 3:14; 10:2; 49:6,22; Mtt 11:5;14:15; Mk 8:8;12:42;Lk 14:13; Jn 5:21;10:10;21:15; Ac 9:15].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra compile a clear pathway that illustrates Scriptural Sustenance based upon the avalanche of proof and prediction the Lord ministered to Habbakuk the prophet, where we read from Jeremiah 16:21; 17:12; Habbakuk 3:1-19; Amos 3:7-8; Matthew 21:18-22 . In context, Habbakuk was Called to service of God at around 612 B.C., fifteen years after Jeremiah, fifteen years before Ezekiel and one hundred and twenty-eight years after Isaiah - which would make what the prophets had to prophesy of significance e.g. Jeremiah inscribed “[A] glorious high Throne from the beginning, is our sanctuary” [Jer 17:12]. Habbakuk prophesied during the reign of Jehoiakim, between the rise and fall of one cruel empire and another wicked nation, both proud1 of their warfare tactics however at the acme of their power at around 612 B.C. and 539 B.C. respectively were felled by stronger kings the Lord had raised up. Habbakuk could not understand why a Just God would allow wickedness to exist and why the Lord would permit it that a known wicked nation should punish another nation. Habbakuk’s questions came on the back of previous prophecies that had chastised the Children of Israel in a sort of modern day “red flag” for their own protection - from the likes of Isaiah who saw the Lord high and lifted up; to Ezekiel’s animated vision of the judgment of God and His new Temple. The Lord as all-powerful Creator considered simultaneous issues and showed Habbakuk He had a wider plan to punish sin forever in addition He would save people [a continuous Scriptural theme inter alia where e.g. Isaiah prophesied of God’s judgment and His Mercy where He would provide His own Sacrifice for Salvation; Jeremiah prophesied of sin, judgment and of new hearts the Lord would give; Ezekiel prophesied of imminent punishment in addition to God’s restoration of hope and the people’s new capacity for true worship]. Habbakuk waited with heartfelt hope and not in bitter resignation. The answers came via revelation of the Lord’s Awful Majesty, who asserted arrogant wicked leaders’ acts against humanity carried within it the seeds of ruin, who would receive due judgment. Located in Lord God’s purposes came His Chariots2 of Salvation and Springs of living water [adumbration of Christ the Messiah at around AD 26 -AD 31 and the Source of Peter’s revelation of Lord Jesus, Son of God, the Rock upon which the Church was built, Matt 16:14-17]. Habbakuk stated3 “[n]othing could outshine the Lord’s bows and that even if the fig trees were destroyed, the olive crops failed4, the fields lay barren and the flocks died in the fields - yet would he rejoice5 as the Lord God His Redeemer would “bring him safely over the mountains”. The long-range power of the Gospel to the modern Church today, plus the ability of God’s Word to distinguish His detractors thoughts, motives and actions - past, present and future cannot be underestimated; and merged with these truths is what the Lord does and will do for His Children of Light in the future - take the offensive and be victorious “[a]t the time least expected, the Day of the Lord appears” [1 Thess 5:2]. ANY PERSON who wishes to say they believe in Lord Jesus may be saved.

1	Wisdom, power and achievement was ultimately not sourced in humans but in the Lord God. The abomination of idolatry pinpointed at around 612 B.C. lay in the fact that behind the idols were 	manipulative, cruel multi-disciplinary leaders who controlled nations’ destinies by importing heathen idols, forming heathen alliances and enriching themselves, who led many astray who wanted to 	go astray.  The Lord Jesus at around AD 27 gave His disciples one of the most powerful clues regarding His Father’s Sovereign power and prescribed timing, “[I]t is written. . .” , meaning everything 	had been predetermined before the earth’s foundation. Wicked nations rose to the top however at the zenith of their power the Lord’s Sovereign Clock intervened and stronger nations raised up by 	the Lord overcame them and wickedness faded away, see [[Amos 3:7; 2:14-16; Hab 1:10; Rev 16:17; 18:9-14; 19:1-5]. 


2	An iron chariot at around 2000 B.C. was heavy and horse-drawn. The Hebrews used the word ‘litter’ as in “a litter of chariots” to describe them, meaning a lot at once. A city in Josiah’s period at 	around 640 B.C. was built to particularly accommodate a large number of chariots as weapons for war, as a symbol of worldly splendour and the “main arm” [certainly in Solomon’s day] of the 	Israelite force. Competition-wise it wasn’t long [sic] and mankind was breeding the “best horses” for the purpose of drawing a faster, lighter chariot – in the modern lexicon, “chariot-lite”. At that period 	a “re-organized army” could pertain to as many as 1,400 speedy chariots and a clue to a king’s declining fortunes would have been where he was left with as little as only 10 chariots. Capacity to 	ride in one chariot - three men, two in front and the third positioned along the side, see [Josh 11; Judg 4-5; Hab 3:1-2].  


3	Habbakuk’s boldness is a lesson to consider for modern day believers. When in doubt, in the name of the Lord Jesus ask heavenly Father, watch for His answer and walk in faith, see [Hab 3:1-19]. 


4	Crop failure, the death of flocks, the failure of the slow growing fig and olive tree [symbolic of the ideal righteous man] to produce, with their metaphysical bond to many years of patient 	labour and 	care, was nothing short of a cataclysm that in the result came from not seeking the Lord or inability to seek the Lord as He would have. Take a look at the Lord Jesus’ remark towards those who had 	lost sight of Scripture, “..[y]ou are mistaken in not knowing the Scripture nor the power of God” and His astonishment at the empty fig tree, aghast that after many years of God’s patience, abundant 	provision and veneration – some still exhibited signs of being under the control of idolatry who soteriologically had produced nothing fruitful, see [1 Sa 25:18; Ps 52:8; Zec 4:3; Mtt 21:18-22]. 


5	The importance of Habbakuk’s experience has impact upon modern life today as believers submit unconditionally to the testimony of Scripture and see that hope means going beyond unpleasant 	experiences into the joy of “knowing God”. Believers live by trusting in the Lord - not by benefits, successes or achievements as many have discovered during times of famine, poverty, war, financial 	depression or being held ‘captive’ by disease. Hope comes singularly from God; and “knowing God” of which the prophets spoke was expressed in the Hebrew word linked to the essentialia of the 	life-breath itself, such as “knowing the Lord’s Hand and His might”. Paul the Benjamite’s prayer at around AD 60 for the Ephesians was together they would “know” the perfect power of God; and to 	the Roman Gentiles in his airtight case against sin, held sin was removed by Christ’s sacrifice and the work of God’s Spirit through anyone who believed, they were called the“True Israel”.  For the 	most part 	“knowing God” went beyond the everyday occurrence into – i) recognizing His Presence; ii) in theoretical observation; iii) acknowledging His claims; iv) obedience to His revealed Purpose; 	v) outside of and in rejection of the systems of alleged esoteric knowledge purveyed by syncretic cults; vi) in faith, recognition and committment to the historic Lordship of Christ [Ps 119:74;Jer16:21; 	Lam 3:21; Jn 8:32; Ro 8:24;11:17 ; 2 Cor 9:8; Gal 4:9; Eph 3:20; Php 3:21; Col 1:27; 2:8; 1 Tim 2:4; 6:20; 2 Tim 1:2; 2:25; Titus 1:1; Heb 7:25; Jude 24].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra read and submit to Scripture’s interpretation regarding over 700 occurrences therein of the word “Calling” and examine who was Called and the purpose.  We read from Genesis 6:5,8,17-21; Isaiah 6:8; Hebrews 1:1-6. Traced back to Noah’s era, the word qârâ meant ‘to call out’ where Noah was known to be ‘one who called out the name of God’1 because he lived a righteous life. At around 640 B.C. the occupation ‘footman’ pertained to both an announcer and courier of some sort of dignitary in a form of ‘message’ and at around 612 B.C. the post of ‘herald’ was messenger who foretold in preparation the appearance of a king. In the Old Testament the Lord’s Priests and Prophets were held in supreme dignity because the Lord God Almighty chose to reveal Himself to them and in so doing, the cognitive awareness of their state of worthlessness before a Mighty God rendered them Called to give the message of His Coming Servant who would bring Salvation to Israel and to the nations - which the Lord Jesus as God’s Word made Flesh, accomplished.  Established in the New Testament at around AD 26 to AD 91 the verb kērysso interpreted ‘to preach’ along with ‘didachē’ that translated to ‘give ethical instruction’. Only in Christian literature was there such intense focus upon the “Sent” One of God who came to save and further, those He “sent” to preach to Israel and build the Church. Essential to the Gospels was the understanding of Christ’s purpose, the disciples and the Seventy stood under, to - i) have intimate knowledge of Him day by day; ii) receive training from Him; iii) preach with ‘sent’ authority to heal and exorcise demons, which they accomplished. The word ’Apostle’ rendered ‘messenger’ was understood technically to be a ‘fleet’ or ‘admiral’, one who ‘announced the good news of God’ with particular application in the Church, who made known the facts of Christ as the Spirit of God spoke. One could be a pastor and/or teacher however the twelve were first and foremost designated as Apostles who, as a whole, embarked upon the Lord’s course of action - and not the perquisite2 of an individual. The Lord God at the first unveiling of Himself asked Isaiah “[w]hom shall I send, who will be My messenger” and it is safe to seek core Scriptural significance in Lord God’s greeting “[w]hom shall I send, who will be My messenger?” The mind of the Lord, Scripture remitted frankly, was most eager through His abundant provision to - a) lift and take away all man’s sins by purification and; b) “send out” messengers who would voluntarily tell others about His Grace, His Kingdom, His kindness to forgive and show Mercy, His generosity, healing and joyful hope for mankind3. The general New Testament word was “kērygmatic Calling” and we repeat, the Lord God has this on His mind continuously! Old Testament and New Testament people and the Lord Jesus were sent “to tell others about Me”4 - who told of an affectionate, just, lovely, forgiving, liberating heavenly Father who healed, restored and remembered everything His Children of Light had done for Him [and then some, our emphasis] and further, their many testimonies which, when he compiled the two books of Luke and Acts, doctor Luke advised “[i]t seemed good to me to write you an orderly account of the narrative of those things that have been fulfilled” [Lk 1:1-2]. ANY PERSON who wishes to know and is willing to tell others about the most Wonderful Saviour, may simply request Lord Jesus save you, praise Him and further timeously visit a Church who worships the Lord Jesus of Nazareth and if led, offer to be of service where your growth with Lord God will be cared for.

1	Soteriologically, Noah’s example of righteousness was characterized by heavenly perspective of the ‘all-Sufficient’ Supernatural One that carried the idea of power to both injure and protect with 	compounds of bestowal of blessings. Noah walked with God notwithstanding moral declension and depravity that engulfed the world in the antediluvian, chalcolithic period from at around 5000 B.C. 	to 3000 B.C., particularly since bitumen, the substance with which Noah worked to secure the ark was available with reeds and nests bound and calked together in a derivative form of crude ‘pitch-	petroleum’, see [Gen 10:11-12].


2	This is of profound import as we read their one ‘Calling’ was realized in different ways – i) they had one goal in unity, see the Apostles’ reaction to threats forbidding them to preach; ii) it was 	common cause further, that one may withstand the other in the area of inherent human interpretation however they kept their eyes on one goal; iii) this was differentiated from the Calling of Jesus in 	that He obeyed His Father’s pre-ordained Will to its conclusion on the Cross without question since He was part of the three-fold Oath; iv) how Paul could be ‘Called’ outside of the twelve due to the 	fact he actually saw and spoke to the Resurrected Christ, received his Commission as directly from the Lord and not via a lot drawn in completion of a round number. It is also interesting to note that 	both Mark and Luke referenced the apostles prior to formal Commission which had as its subject the Lord Jesus Christ, see [Mk 3:14f; 6:30; Lk 6:13; 9:10; 11:49; Jn 20:21; Ac 1:22; 5:21-42; 	8:5,12,35,40; 13:13; 15:37; 21:8; 1 Cor 9:1; 15:8-10; 2 Cor 1:1; 8:23; Gal 2:1ff; 2:9; Eph 2:20; 4:11].   


3	It is apt that after Isaiah had beheld the Lord God Most High, lofty and towering in His glory, Isaiah cognitively became aware of his lowly state however the Lord purified him from uncleanness and 	Isaiah went on to preach the most significant message of all time “Immanuel - with us is our God” and included were details of the most Wonderful Child, further of the sinless Saviour whose name 	[as Paul instructed the Ephesians], would be exceptionally honoured as His powerful zeal continued forevermore, in sharp contrast to mankind’s 120 years on earth allocated to set themselves right 	with God the Creator and Lord [our emphasis]. In Him, Grace, peace and justice ruled - particularly contrasted with man’s continuum of war and fighting. Isaiah pointed to “[n]o need anymore for 	blood-stained uniforms of war” since the ever-expanding peaceful, just rulership of the Lord would reign timelessly with impartiality, see [Isa 6:8; 9:6; Mk 1:15,38; Lk 4:14-19]. 


4	Scripture drew a constrast between Christ’s greatness in comparison to the angels. The title “Son of God” was never afforded to an angel. Christ’s kingdom is forever. Christ is the Creator of the 	world. Christ is given unique honour by God Almighty Himself. Christ’s Lordship is affirmed without disrespect to God’s valued messengers called angels. We keep our worship for God the Father 	and Christ sent in the flesh with Salvation, see [Hebrews 1:5-6,7-14; 8-9; 10,13 and Psalms 2:7; 104:4; 45:6; 102:25; 110:1 respectively].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in our weekly Bible Study evaluate in Part II the core doctrine of “[W]isdom that is pure and from above” and the impact upon young people firstly, under the Faith of Abraham, a monotheistic faith; and secondly, under the monotheistic Faith of Jesus Christ of Abraham as He clinched the New Covenant for His Church, where we read from 1 Samuel 2:26; Proverbs 4:1; 23:22; Jeremiah 35:8; Luke 1:38; 1 Timothy 5:2; 2 Timothy 4:7-8; Hebrews 12:1; James 1:5-8. The faith of youth was activated through belief, not sight. It was a misdirected mind that had held common sense contained wisdom. Common sense was inherent however wisdom was exclusively vested in God and proffered outwards to those who intentionally1 sought its processes and were given liberally. Wisdom was obtained from  God’s instruction, insights2, discretions, discernment and knowledge for application. While it was imperative that injustice be combated, sin resisted and evil confronted, wisdom counselled the young that as societies changed and evolved great care should be taken to not follow godlessness3, epitomized by Apostles such as Paul, Peter and John in that those who denied Christ came in the flesh were false teachers. Earthly wisdom was unprotected by the Covenant-God and would come to an end as prescribed previously, in the lives of wicked kings, who on the face of it had God’s Word [at lease some of it], the word from the prophets and the advice of King David. Both James and Peter’s opinion was that time and energy should not be wasted on needless fights and arguments about rival ideas, preferential conveniences or personal trivia. Wisdom was not a once-in-a-lifetime step but a daily process of choice4 between two pathways - the wicked and the good. The greatest scientists are at a complete loss on how to discover and apply wisdom for their daily lives albeit mankind has performed technological wonders, discovered stars invisible to the human eye, visited space and set up an overhead grid, stored volumes of data on electronic chips; concocted and stored bacilli on microchips. Scripture considered the wider implication that God is the source of all wisdom and led the humble into meaningful existence according to His high standard.  The Lord’s purposes daily unfolded in the lives of the young and He already had all the best answers regarding their past, their current existence and into Eternal Life. Paul the Apostle likened the journey of the young as commensurate to that of an athletic heat5 where he instigated the idea that the Spiritual athlete must prepare carefully for the Spiritual contest by casting aside distractions and entanglements that hindered their Spiritual race, press forward and progress in order to make a good finish and win the Salvation prize. Scripture was filled with examples of young people who - i) lived a clean life; ii) were assured of the Day of reckoning; iii) walked above personal influence; iv) knew the value of seriousness; v) had moral strength; vi) were promoted to leadership positions; vii) were Godly young men and women; viii) used musicianship to honour God; ix) showed filial deference6. ANY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour’s wisdom must first repent of your sins and ask Jesus to save you by Grace, following that ask for wisdom and Lord Jesus, the Creator of Life will save you and show you Almighty God’s Word.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in our weekly Bible Study summarize in Part I crucial points of the doctrine of “[W]isdom that is pure and from above”, where we read from Joshua 24:33; 


1 Kings 3:6-9; Psalm 111:10; Proverbs 1:7; 9:10. Wisdom in its fullest sense belonged to God Most High and was taught in Old Testament poetical books such as Ezra, Job, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, Song of Songs - classified by their form and not the merits. Similar thought lines and repetitive words described wisdom e.g. it was used for learning, skills and the arts; the instinct of bird and animal; discretion and insights. Hebrew language at around Job’s period interpreted the word wisdom as ‘understanding’ ‘prudence’ and ‘insight’, noted for its intense practicality1, seldom neutral. God’s wisdom was inscrutable and could only be grasped in the Old Testament as His Spirit2 came upon men and women for a specific task and in the New Covenant by Grace. It has been succinctly stated that the Psalms found believers on their knees however Proverbs put believers are their feet; the Psalms were devotions while Proverbs encompassed the actual walk; Psalms were the prayer closet while Proverbs found application expressly in business, the home, external activities, the playground and in the Church. Proverbs tersely announced that “[o]nly a fool rejected God’s wisdom” [Pr 1:7] and Paul the Apostle countenanced the Lord’s wisdom as wholly dissimilar to the classic view of philosophers’ myths of the existence of man and the universe. The “[w]isdom of this world”; “[h]uman wisdom”; “[t]he wisdom of men”; and “[t]he wisdom of this age” Paul differentiated between the wisdom of the Cross and the wisdom from the world’s most intelligient people, where the Apostle advanced God’s plan was to completely bypass and do away with human wisdom because it was powerless to sort out the issues, complexities and problems of life. In terms of the manner in which men and women obtained God’s wisdom in the Old Testament, they asked God for it3 and God gave liberally, that was indicative of two truths - a) Lord God our heavenly Father was generous to assist them in choosing the right pathway for His leaders’ daily lives, because; b) the expectation of Father God was uncompromising that His people develope and grow under His wisdom since pagan wisdom had no anchor at all in the Covenant-God4 and was doomed to failure, as the prophets were at pains time and again to point out [Ezk 28:2ff]. The universe, man, all natural and historical processes are governed by the Will of God, notwithstanding the infallible discrimination between right and wrong that held high the wise and felled the unwise. EVERY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour’s wisdom of Salvation, must seek the simplicity of humility and His Grace, will save you.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in order to adhere to traditional fixed Scriptural rule-of-line, briefly discuss and declare the glory of the Lord God’s Mercy in dealing with the nation of the Children of Israel; and subsequently all the nations1 ex post the Crucifiction of Jesus Christ where we read from Genesis 12:2; Psalm 2:1-12; Isaiah 66:1; Luke 1:51-52; Revelations 2:20. To Abraham it was promised “[I] will make you a great nation”; to the Children of Israel it was promised “[y]ou will be a kingdom of priests and a holy nation”; in the rehearsal of the Law it was promised again “[w]hat nation is so great, so blessed by the Lord?”; Joshua led the people who renewed their Covenant and commitment before Yahweh with corresponding response from the Lord and David’s acknowledgement of the power of God’s Word, his gratitude to the Lord’s generosity towards the Children of Israel and statement highlighted the manner in which the Lord had gone out of His way to bless them - remembered by prophet, priest, king and faithful men and women with thanksgiving. Solomon recounted it was  righteousness that exalted a nation, nothing else. In Isaiah’s address and discussion of dispelling descending darkness he refreshingly prophesied the Lord would shine His Light2 to include all the nations [pivotal to the iron-rod rule of Jesus Christ, King of Kings and Lord of Lords] as purposed from the beginning and it was crystallized the fact that no-one had seen His Light yet at Lord God’s prescribed time new nations who had never before inquired after Jehovah3 would seek Him out, who never before searched for the Lord God would now being found by Him. The world would see the goodness of God and in the instance it would be evidenced His Merciful pity on every person who exhibited a profound reverence for God. Mankind based all their assumptions on appearances that were deceiving but the Lord who could see into people’s hearts and would graciously include the humble, the contrite heart who trembled at His Word; and every person who made application of His Word in their daily life, to them would the Lord continue to be Merciful4 however there would be a sobering judgment [which Isaiah called “[H]is unusual act”] against the selfish, proud and self-sufficient. Isaiah foretold the Lord God had something wonderful and new planned for the nations who had remained faithful and continued to please Him, He would bring together all believers who obeyed His Light to enjoy His Mercy5 in addition to the establishment of a new heaven and a new earth; and since the Lord would never render an incomplete restoration, the Gentiles would bring back gently His contrite ‘brethren’ as a Gift to the Lord. EVERY PERSON who chooses and asks Lord Jesus to save them by Grace will be saved, continue to lift up your soul and voice, worship the most wonderful good, kind heavenly Abba Father.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra engage briefly regarding such a wide subject as Scriptural “Obedience” and catalogue the facts and circumstances where God the Father, God the Son and the Holy Spirit related the original intention in an offer to mankind that established a position of obedience to the Will of God Almighty. We read from Genesis 3:15; Matthew 16:27; Jn 1:21; 4:25; 5:30,36; 6:27, 38-39, 44,57. Let it be said and understood, according to Scripture the original and developing divine thought pertained to subjection to the commands of God in hearts and minds, covered the Old Testament and did not preclude God’s controlling power over nature and animate things. The earliest obedience was repeated in Scripture with varying phraseology to many individuals throughout the ages most notably to Abraham and David1, however prophecy regarding the coming Messiah was unparalleled2 since every message from the Sages of the past foretold unquestioning obedience to the Lord God’s Will with concomitant miracles, healing power and deliverance from the grip of all evil; and the setting up of His Kingdom at Abba Father’s prescribed period. The concept of Messiah’s obedience to the Will of God was foretold in Scripture at the instance of Daniel who inscribed, the Anointed One, the Prince would only establish His perfect Kingdom after a destructive king in a disasterous break-down of relations directed his armies’ continued destruction of the Temple and all Sacrifice in a manner akin to an “overwhelming flood of miseries”, who would break a Covenant he made after its half-way time-bar. In the sphere of Covenanting within the New Testament, the Greeks translated “Christ” as the Anointed One who is the Lord and who with originality preached Father God’s express agenda. Scripture revealed that Christ also functioned obediently in the prophet’s role where He acted and spoke words that were admissable and confirmed3 by heavenly Father as wholly original and derived from Creation at their original application, for Christ’s followers, in addition heard by many witnesses. Jesus the Lord in the three years of ministry on earth, taught that - i) the Mysteries of God were hidden from all eyes however the Father knew Him and He knew the Father; ii) He sought His Father’s Will and not His own, and; iii) it would be critical to obey the Saviour because Abba Father had set His Seal4 upon Him; iv) people were drawn to the Saviour by Father God in confirmation of Christ’s single-minded obedience; v) it was an obligation of the Disciples and further the Church5 toward obedience to the Lord Jesus who Himself had freely obeyed His heavenly Father’s Will. 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Graeme and his wife Veldra expound in Part III on the anthropocentric role the Apostles functioned in after Pentecost where they discovered the Holy Spirit did not always lead one “beside the still waters” but for a purpose, directly into the realm of Christ’s compassion and consolation for the plight of the poor and widow suffering at the hands of the powerful, where we read from Acts 2:1-32. Provision had been made in Mosaic Law for opportunity to glean from vineyards, fields or orchards after harvesting; and Job noted that he shared his food with widows. Scripture’s most powerful imagery at around AD 61-64 emanated from Luke, the cautious urbane, historian author and companion to Paul, who in his Gospel differentiated between baptism of water and baptism of fire in that the latter symbolized “[t]he power to do God’s Will” [Lk 3:16] which was the starting point for the Apostles’ Commission. Many Jews and Jewish converts had attended the holy Convocation festival of Pentecost1 - Parthians, Medes, Elamites, Mesopotamians, Judeans, Cappadocians, those from Pontus, Asia Minor, Phrygia, Egypt, Libya, Rome, Cretan and Arabian. Luke first shone the Lord’s spotlight of concern for the poor directly upon a beggar, lamed for fourty years and his recordal placed the beggar where he could be seen by every person who walked into their favourite entrance - the Beautiful Gate. The implied suggestion by Peter that the use of his legs was better than money came as pure wisdom straight from heaven, that the Lord wanted him to have a new life and could help him where he needed it most. The model of interactive prayer evidenced by the Apostles eliminated teething problems, gaps and loose ends in the organization for Lord Jesus’ work and it is noteworthy for its content and heavenly sign of rapid growth. The Church shared2 all their possessions since none felt as if they owned what they had and the shock to their senses where Ananias ad Sapphira’s deception was dealt with at the instance of the Lord, kindled a resolution never to lie to God. What attracted people to the early Church? Not the programs, good speakers, size or beautiful facilities or even fellowship - but God’s power, miracles, generosity3, sincerity, honesty, the characters and unity of members; and it certainly was made clear in Scripture that the Apostles cared more about what the Lord thought of them than people.  The realm of God’s love and miraculous, worked across several Churches that grew in size, moved beyond their own circle of friends and as needs developed, they elevated and boosted the Lord’s name. Demoniac possession4 and augury was addressed with the authority of Jesus Christ, the Son of God; and further details that threatened to divide were sorted - Peter’s defense for eating with the Gentiles was hard to argue against - he had brought with him six witnesses plus he cited Jesus the Saviour’s promise the Holy Spirit would not preclude the Gentiles; and that further ended all technical questions and theological discussion as large groups of Gentiles were saved. A zealous faith and joyful administration helped a now mixed Jew-and-Gentile Church, strengthen.  Paul’s insistence on supplies for poor Churches included the Jerusalem Church under famine; and James stated the greatest barrier to Salvation lay in neglect of the needy - that motivated an avalanche of new levels of care, comfort and Spiritual nourishment across the entire strata of the region, managed capably by the elders. The message of Salvation, the material concern for the helpless and widows5 without insurance or honourable jobs, touched Paul’s heart, as he prayed and wept over the lowly. He turned his back on false teachings that promoted “what the wealthy wanted to hear” since they considered wealth enough of a “token of righteousness”. The humble desire to please God through external pressures placed Paul - aside from the wonderful Saviour Jesus - in the position of potentially the greatest missionary6. EVERY PERSON who wishes to know the wonderful “Peace” of Christ and rest for your soul may confess your past sins and ask Lord Jesus for Salvation and Grace.

1	The focus fell to the Aramaic speaking Jews who were not living in Palestine. They had, after responding to Peter’s message of God’s promise of forgiveness and capacity to work in His 	Kingdom, returned to their respective homelands with God’s Good News of Salvation.  The Jewish converts saw Jesus’ message and resurrection as the fulfillment of everything they knew and 	believed from the Old Testament however to avoid a clash with authorities they worshipped in their homes. Thus was the way prepared for the Apostles and Paul from Pentecost.


2	Scripture afforded its readers critical understanding regarding the justice of the Lord who considered all complexities of the powerless and through His leading the Holy Spirit sensitized the Apostles 	to worldly suffering that they tangibly identified with the poor and powerless, see [Job 36:1-31,Mtt 28:16-20; Jn 1:35-51;Ac 1:3-8; 7;1ff; 8:1ff; 13:42-45; Spiritual Belief 2016 pg51; SB 2017 pg45].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra, in order to not render a parched analysis, revert to Part II of Scripture’s perspective of the Lord Jesus’ mission to assist the poor, the sick and outcast from society according to His Father’s original Law of Justice and Mercy, accomplishedvia two approaches - a) compassionate actions towards the poor, widows the afflicted and outcast, and; b) healing in extremis [the sick], read from John 1:1-10; Isaiah 61:1-2; Job 29:16-17; Matthew 26:11; Luke 6:24; Revelations 21:4-7. Lord Jesus’ name1  meant etymologically “Great Giver of Salvation” and amidst the temper of the times the sinless Saviour was powered with Almighty God’s Spirit of competence and ability to see the worth of another’s soul e.g. the impact upon a poor person’s soul that was narrowly affected at around AD 26 in N and S Israel, through hateful ostracism, persecution from tetrarchies’ exploitation, volte face political betrayals, heavy taxes, tribute funds sent to foreign kings and heathen depravities. Jesus the Saviour’s actions revealed Him as fully God, fully human2, the Most High Creator whose Mercy and ethical emphasis sprung forth from His Eternal Life. His tender Love towards the sick and poor shattered common belief. He enacted an ideal of selfless care and after-care3 in that He - i) sat and ate with sinners; ii) healed sickness, handicaps, ailments4; restored sight; overwhelmingly brought economic relief; iii); allayed food apprehensions and fed thousands with real food; iv) permitted accompaniment of women in the discipleship role; v) related parables illustrative and graphic that tipped the balance for God’s goodness; vi) raised to Life; vii) blessed the generous irrespective of the size of Gift; viii) stripped their power and cast out demons with one Word, set free the possessed; ix) did not ring-fence “truth” in His wise counsel to the wealthy young man who had strictly kept God’s laws - to Gift all his assets to the poor; x) illustrated swift zealous justice in favour of widows; xi) brought about tax5 restitution towards the poverty-stricken. Isaiah canvassed the Source of hope in God’s promises to the merciful and generous and the Saviour in human form adhered to the Old Testament Law and consistently referenced the human situation, such as “[L]ove your neighbour as yourself”; “[D]on’t testify spitefully against an innocent neighbour”; “[i]f your enemy is hungry give him food, if he is thirsty give him water to drink”; “[l]et him who is despitefully used turn the other cheek” “[w]hat you do to the least of these, you have done to Me”6. Christ combated the heavy burden of sorrow and weariness with the fullest plenitude of God’s tender loving nature who perceived, when - money was tight; things did not go right; the loss of work or prohibition to setting up of a trade; terminal illness; or where unplanned-for-changes occurred and caused failure. “[P]raise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of compassion and of all comfort”; and in conclusion, Jesus the Lord endorsed work, fair wage agreements and the right to earn one’s living. ANY PERSON who wishes to thank the Lord for His Grace that saves you from sin and sets your feet on the path of Righteousness, may pray, show gratitude and praise to the Saviour Jesus who saves you into the company of the Redeemed.





Footnotes


1	It is helpful to source the names of Jesus that corresponded to His work. The status-name “Jesus” meant “conquering King” declaring the recipient to be God. Particular aspects were – “born of a 	virgin”; “promised King of Righteousness”; “of David’s line”. “Joshua” meant “Yahweh is Salvation”. The root word “holiness” and “cutting apart” pertained to Jesus’ Priesthood dedication. The 	prediction-name interpreted “He himself will do it” plus that of  “being numbered along with the transgressors”, “baptized into the bitter Cup of Sorrow” [Isa 53:12; Mtt 26:39; 27:50; Mk 10:35-39].


2	God originally designed a Law system of justice with mercy. [Lev 19;18; Prov 24:28-29; 25:21-22;Jn 4:1f].  


3	Firstly, Scripture contrasted the severity of illness and gravity of prognosis deliberately in order to evidence the Saviour’s superior cures and powerful miraculous displays which He confined to the 	need for His people to know Him; secondly, the Saviour approached healing from a theological point of view that differentiated from the medical - e.g. His knowledge of the source of all sickness 	and disease illustrated in e.g. blindness remained unchanged for centuries; the paralytic man was weighed down by lamentous generative unconfessed sin; Jairus’ daughter had need of a different 	“command” - the Author of Life; lepers were healed and demons cast out  whereas the physiological condition of the woman with an issue, who had suffered from many physicians, the Saviour’s 	powers of observation saw her anaemia, faith and hesitancy to “rock institution’s boat” where He openly and authoritatively called her above the crowd and healed her, see [Isa 38:21; Lam 1 and 2; 	5:1-22; Mk 1:32-34; 5:25f; 10:46; Jn 9:25].    


4	On the one hand, Scripture broadly regarded evil as sin and at instances made it clear that suffering was God’s judgment for sin; on the other hand, due to evil’s consequences a “spoiling” or 	“unpleasantness” evidenced. Jesus the Lord taught all evil will be punished however not all physical ill was a punishment for wrongdoing. To say suffering was God’s way to teach, discipline and 	refine rendered an incomplete explanation however all suffering caused the powerless to wholly trust in the Lord, see [Job 40:1-6; Mk 1:34; 6:56; Lk 5:15; 9:11; Jn 5:10,13-14].


5	In Israel’s infancy, the only tax collection effected was the requirement to maintain the Temple. A tax collector at around 212 B.C. in Rome undertook all state contracts of various kinds. At around 	AD 31 they collected tithes and various indirect taxes however at times they extorted others using foreign contractors to the Provinces. The people turned to native collectors, in order to avoid being 	deceived. Tax collectors were thus an exceptionally spurned class due to extortive practices. Zaccheus or Aramaic Zakkia’s restitution to the poor was commended by the Lord [Mtt 9:10f; 11:19].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra expound non-exhaustively the prescriptive truth in Part I of the Old Testament [“OT”] of the divine Love for the poor and powerless, originally the deepest expression of the Three-fold Personality of Lord God - read from Deuteronomy 33:27; 2 Ki 4:1ff Isaiah 2:1ff; Micah 2:2,8,9; Am 1:3-2:3.  Šēm meant the name of Yahweh1 “God of History” and was a declared herald that explained what God would do e.g. at the events of Exodus, He revealed a heart for redemption, Passover and deliverance. Yahweh’s name meant “to be” or “is” and His high reputation and proficient goodness was reverently esteemed “forever”. His religion was one of Godliness2, His dominating noble, good governance brought blessed relief to the poor and He often over-ruled evil. Yahweh’s interaction inscribed a threefold level - firstly, affectionate exclusive relationship, where Jehovah enjoyed His people’s praises and thanksgiving; secondly, the Lord was keen and eager to do humans good, His Mercies were new every morning, He was deeply involved with the practical nurture of widows, orphans and the poor; thirdly proved in Legislative provision that envisaged their protection and a constant reminder that God owned the land and His people were caretakers - Ruth and Naomi at around 1169 B.C. benefitted from this law. The pattern God set as Possessor of the earth and entire Universe, reflected His righteous management of abundance inter alia by His constant readiness to show tender compassion to the powerless. Abraham followed His pattern of Eternal Presence where he remembered attendance to the disenfranchised and in the result his flocks and assets increased [in modern terms, over-flowing well over 6% per annum]. The theme of tenderness was correctly and aptly demonstrated by the Eternal3 God in His intentions toward the poor irrespective of who or what was responsible for their condition and a significant part of possessing the land emanated from His people’s particular obedience in this matter. Lord Almighty’s name was with Samuel and David at around 1010 B.C. where David’s eyes opened to human need4, who ensured there was no poor among them. Where David evidenced cold thoughtlessness towards one of his soldiers, chastisement came and Scripture allowed us keen insight into the just and tender heart of the “Fortress” by way of expressions such as - “[f]amily pet” “[a] lamb loved”, “[a] baby daughter cuddled” and “[a] cherished favourite cup”.  The extent to which the Holiness of God identified with the poor was crystallized in Isaiah’s “Holy Highway”5, the word Holy a self-disclosure by the Lord Himself that indicated, through man’s life struggles and trying times, the people of the Holy One would see Him work mighty deeds, “[H]e was a father to the fatherless a defender of widows” which displayed an outshining6 of all that God was. The miracle of God’s tender care over the faithful who were poor was revealed in dual measure at around 875 B.C. and 848 B.C. in Elijah and Elisha’s ministries. Elisha organized a daily provision for the widow and in his own life evidenced blessings from Lord God. In conclusion it is the command of the Lord from the beginning that man work for his living and objectively show mercy towards the poor [Gen 3:17-19]. This is supported by many New Covenant teachings. EVERY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour, He will never drive you away; you must repent of your sins and ask for Salvation and He will flood your heart with His light. 





Footnotes


1	Regarding the external relationship of God with His people, His name etymologically portrayed the real Personality of Him to whom it belonged. All that could be known about Him, He shared. His 	people were secure due to “His name that dwelt among them”. To Abraham He was the Everlasting God, to Moses, His name dwelt in His glory. Without 	a doubt, the sense of sacredness of the 	Lord’s names provided motive for good service. Jehovah Ṣeḇāȏṯ meant “Lord of the hosts of heaven” and He dwelt where His name resided [Ge14:22;16:13; 17:13:2,29; Ex 3:15; 33:12,18-19; 2 Sa 	7:23; Isa 43:7]. 


2	Paul hinted at OT Godliness outward expression and referenced himself as the “strictest of the Pharisees”. The label “Pharisees” appeared post exilic. Ceremonial earlier described OT substance.


3	Eternal meant that God was “enduring” and did not wander to and fro transiently. The Lord of Lords in His steadfast reign assisted  the poor and He attached the promise that bore meaning for all 	His obedient people, they would reign and endure, otherwise they themselves would succumb to “the frailty of man” for ignoring the poor, see [Dt 33:27; 1 Sa 20:3].  


4	The name “Lord Almighty” caused hearts to dedicate to Him. Samuel, from his mother’s prayers that were “heard” by the timeless Father of heaven, was such a dedication who became counsellor 	without peer to king David. Dedication meant that Samuel spent a life-time with God Whose acts were incomparable and Samuel was granted hearings before the Lord. Didactically, this meant that if 	David wanted to show strength to support the poor, which he did, Samuel prayed, was heard and it happened. The name “Fortress” was  characterized by David as a military “place of safety” where 	the enemy could not follow, aptly instructed in the account of Uzzah who foolishly challenged the “Fortress” as he reached out to touch the holy Ark and died. Let us bear in mind, this was The Ark 	he touched and could not penetrate. The “Fortress” was haven to the poor, as directed by patriarch, prophet, priest, king and people of God, with much thanksgiving and praise in this respect, since 	in heaven no-one could do the marvellous deeds that God could do “[W]ho have we in heaven but You, Lord?” [1 Sa 1:11; 2 Sa 6:6; 22:2].


5	One of the aspects of travel in the OT conveyed the general idea of relative restriction since where men travelled anywhere, their path-tracks/travel tracks [prior to Rome], were unpaved, however 	the roads were traversed to conclude pacts and with a growing emphasis on trade. International land routes, about six, linked the larger nations over long distances. 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Graeme and his wife Veldra provide aetiological excursus for the Living water that Christ offered that came by way of the Third Person of the Trinity via the Promise of God, the Holy Spirit to sustain and bring relief to those who were devoted to Him and in the extension of His Kingdom, going forward. In the Old Testament the Lord proclaimed to the Patriarchs, Priesthood, Judges, Prophets and Kings “[I] will put My Spirit on My Servants who will do my Will and carry out My purposes“. While blessing one of the Tribes of Israel, Dan, Jacob noted, would be a strong leader only if he trusted in the Lord’s Salvation1. In the New Testament2 His Spirit indwelt the Apostles, the 120 first Church meeting members and in believers. The hallmark of the Lord’s Spirit3 would always be the trustworthiness and its value since the Will and Word of God remained unchanging. When our Saviour walked the dusty streets of Galilee and its encircling little towns, the Holy Spirit drew many crowds towards Him - they followed Him; gathered tightly around Him; gushed forward to meet Him; pushed forward to touch Him; encircled Him with close listening to hear His every Word and to propagate continuation of God’s Salvation message, where Jesus the Lord recognized in the Holy Spirit’s work, the Father drew men to Him.  On a general conspectus Scripture noted that – a) the power of God worked in all circumstances not just as an isolated incident; b) if evil was prevalent, the power of God could turn it around; c) God’s people were meant to serve and glorify Him; d) the Church was encouraged to hope, trust, grow in Grace, keep on believing4 and continue in prayer5 and generosity having regard for the weak as each one regarded himself.  ANY PERSON may approach Christ the Lord in prayer and ask for His Living Water of Salvation and He will set you free from sin as you humbly repent.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra with hearts of admiration reflect on the unique account of our Saviour’s Resurrection in Jerusalem at around AD 31, where we read Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:20; Luke 24:1ff; John 20:6-8; Hebrews 7:25. God the Lord is in control of all world events and He will deliver the faithful because it is His purpose. The Redeemer has come with evidence of cradle, Cross and tomb; with His victory over death that became the talk of everyone in Jerusalem and far and near. On the third day, Lord Jesus arose1 just as He said He would and the hope of the Resurrection formed the foundation of Christian confidence. This supreme test of His Kingship assured His disciples the King of Righteousness was alive, mixed with the certainty that He would return to establish His Kingdom on earth and that their bodies2 would one day be similarly glorious. The disciple Matthew closed his Gospel with Jesus’ climactic announcement of His great Commission,”[A]ll power is given to me in heaven and in earth. Go therefore and teach all the nations baptizing them in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things I have commanded you and lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen”. Since the Christian faith was not a national religion nor a racial religion and since it had no natural boundaries, it was meant to reach all around the globe. Mark the disciple recorded the Lord Jesus had told His disciples His words would take place within them and that He would still be servant in and through them and not a corner of the world would be left unvisited, not a soul would be left out - which meant that to their understanding, the Lord was able to be everywhere at all places. Finally Jesus was received into heaven to sit at the right hand of God. He who had taken the form of servant was now highly exalted, in a place of highest power and interceded as Advocate in His Father’s Kingdom for those who would inherit His Kingdom which He would set up upon the earth. Scripture clearly directed there would be a new heaven and a new earth. In Doctor Luke’s Gospel it was recorded the glorious brightness, love and understanding embodied in the victory of the Son of Man’s resurrection. The proof the disciples needed regarding the Lord in “flesh and bones” stood right in front of them and the Lord over a further 40 days appeared to them3 - first Mary and the women; Peter privately; the Emmaus brethren; 10 disciples in Jerusalem; to the remaining disciples; to seven men at the sea of the thoroughly Gentile Tiberias; to all the disciples on a mountain in Galilee; to 500 brethren all at once; to James the Lord’s brother who gave his heart to the Lord Jesus; and finally on the Mount of Olives at His ascension, to the little Flock, the sons of Abraham, the first Jews to accept Christ. The Mount of Olives will be the place of the Son of Man’s 2nd Appearance. John the beloved disciple’s Gospel held the account of the Resurrection of Jesus as “[H]e “ever-liveth”. When Lazarus of Bethany died he was called forth and the grave-clothes were still in place however Scripture noted with Jesus an endearing touch, Father’s “Holy One had not seen decay” - the Lord’s grave-clothes had been neatly folded and clothed in His glorious body, Jesus set about removing every doubter - 11 appearances with His disciples and moreover Thomas who had previously witnessed Lazarus’ life-from-death who now waited to see Christ’s resurrection; the Lord gave Peter three opportunities to confess Him where He restored full privilege of service. Three times Scripture related Jesus’ disciples physically touched Him, they ate with Him and He blessed them with His hands, “[A]s many as received Him, to them He gave the power to become sons of God, even to those who believed on His name”. In conclusion, the Resurrected Jesus Christ’s last words were “[F]ollow me”. ANY PERSON who wishes to confesses Jesus as the resurrected Lord and believes He is the Saviour sent in the flesh by the Father may repent of your sins and offer your heart to God.

1	The Biblical account of the Resurrection and its verification for the New Testament revealed interpretation not in straightforward Greek but generally that included advanced Hebraism within the 	Lord’s originality, aligned to the Old Testament historical context. The Syriac translation at around the 4th Century became widely accepted after Christianity was declared the “official religion of 	the Roman Empire”, in addition with gratitude to the Apostles and Paul for his brilliant technical Hebraic terms; and to doctor Luke for his indispensible sources of detailed accounts at times in 	assonance, simile, metaphor and logaoedic particularly where Scriptural doctrine focused upon man’s “reckoning” or judgment before a Holy God. A strong Aramaic cast in Greek contained 	crucial words of the Saviour - at times in tender intimate Aramaic expression such as the manner in which He addressed His Father – Ābba; and in Saviour’s darkest hour at the wrenching 	separation. Regarding the Love of God the words were inscribed under heavy Hebraic emphasis of mercy that pertained to a mother’s tender love for a child. Having regard for geographic 	location the Codex Sinaiticus was authorized that postulated Christological hopeful thinking and actual alphabet applicable to relevant Biblian syllabary and language. Amanuensis were drawn 	from the population and “traveled anywhere” the documents needed writing. Authorized versions related to purposes of context. Recrudescent copies void of Spirit-filled historical citations, 	eschatological doctrine, purposes of glorifying Christ God’s Son in the flesh and the kērygma, were summarily rejected.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra facilitate our faith where we read at Deuteronomy 28:1-15; Leviticus 10:11; Jeremiah 31:34; 2 Timothy 2:2; Hebrews 8:11 of the Lord God’s teachers who broadly-stated, aligned themselves to His Word, encouraged, motivated, remained positive, taught and maintained the Lord’s Spiritual guidance; “carried the torch”; overseerd offerings and were full-time servants1. Yahweh made a promise to raise up purified leaders filled with wisdom, accomplished throughout the years away from Jerusalem and whom He encouraged in a holy relationship. Since the Lord has never been bound by “what usually happens” He responded to their faith; and the overarching aspects of their lives was unity of witness to Jehovah’s Presence and overall plan to make Himself known to all peoples. The Old Testament teachers, priests, preachers and prophets understood that Jehovah chose according to His holy standards and at times “hiding away” from a task He set, was a hollow action since it was well established He worked despite human failings and that His law provided ample covering for sins. The general reflection of Jehovah was displayed anthropomorphically in distinctive “flavours” of His teachers notwithstanding their limitations, failures and hesitancy however all was proved to have no effect whatsoever upon the purposes of the Lord God once the Lord had set His mind on using His chosen vehicle. The aspect of relating to the Lord faithfully while having little regard for surrounding circumstances was proved appropriately in testimony to His control that went way beyond2 His teachers’ immediate plight. On a closer examination the kind of obedience displayed by Jehovah’s servants meant much more to the Lord in the accomplishment of His Will than heartless attendance to Him and He favoured those who honoured Him - however idolatry, a toxic calamity, His leaders were at pains to teach was never the way of the Holy Lord. To say He detested idols would be an understatement. The prayers of the patriarchs, prophets and one or two exiled preachers focused upon the close personal bond with God brought immeasurable value to our learning experience in the modern era and the Lord at around AD 26 extended the invitation to pray by teaching His disciples the Lord’s Prayer. The interim years ex post  the exile from at around 400 B.C. to 190 B.C. consisted of terrible years with no prophetic voice the leaders became entangled in fighting; selfish posturing; decrees written to personal patriotic achievement of the rich; intra-fighting, suspicion, scatterings, notorious struggles for political independence and massive succession grabs, however at the prescribed time of 4 B.C. and at around AD 26 as a young man, Jesus the true Shepherd and sinless Lord developed a powerful preaching ministry that had never before been heard, first to the tiny remnant sons of Abraham who had remained faithful and further in His personal Commission of His disciples, who continued His wonderful messages of the four Gospels [Acts 2:9-11]. Jesus walked and taught as He was guided by the Spirit of His Father in heaven and towards eschatological hope the Saviour condemned the physical Temple as characterized by ambition - and later proven self-destructive. God’s Word from the Saviour’s mouth in the wilderness landed a sharp blow by disassociation, where the Lord issued a crucial teaching “[o]bedience to every Word of God is what we need” and “[g]et out of here Satan, worship only the Lord God”. Scripture confirmed that God’s Word would eschatologically proceed, its sharpness and accuracy confirmed by senior Apostles Peter and Paul and the Lord’s durable “fleet” of Apostles, teachers who saw to its canonization3.  Jesus the Lord predicted the rise of the living Temple - a type of living Gospel - the truth to endurance under the Holy Spirit’s guidance4 and finally in avoidance of the ghastly twin false teachers of blasphemy and heresy. Finally, John’s vision at around AD 95 inter alia saw Christ with the Churches safely in His hand5, sealed, reared by heavenly adoptive Abba Father who came down to be with them and heard them when they approached Him. EVERY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour may ask Jesus for Grace to turn from sin and be saved.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra confidently seek to glorify the Lord God as we expound on Jesus Christ’s Atonement made for mankind’s sins, sourced from the Old Testament [‘OT”] instruction with deep significance for the Church today, where we read from Leviticus 16:11-15; Hebrews 9:11-14; 13:11-12; Revelations 5:6. The Hebrews author/s depicted the Old Testament [“OT”] Day of Atonement as that that looked forward to the atoning offering of the perfect, blameless Lamb of God1 and notable was the fact that where OT high priests were required to present a sacrifice for their own sins, our “High Priest” effected no sacrifice for Himself since He was sinless. Entrance into the holy of Holies was annual where repetition served as a reminder that perfect atonement was not yet provided however the Lord Jesus entered Heaven itself through the New and Living2 way on behalf of His people once-for-all, that promised eternal redemption, inward cleansing and saving cleansing of the heart’s conscience from dead works and forgiveness.  The New Testament writers couched their accounts of Christ’s death in sacrificial terms, saying that He fulfilled OT sacrifices. The Lord Himself referenced His own death as a sacrifice, a topic explicitly expounded by Paul to the extent that an actual “exchange” took place - Christ took mankind’s sins3 and gave man God’s righteousness - further elaborated by Paul as “[H]e loved us and gave Himself up for us”4 with sober warning that not one work from mankind could ever earn the exchange. To the Corinthians Paul settled identification of the actual “[P]aschal Lamb” fulfilling OT pre-figurement5 referenced by a fellow Apostle, Peter, in his prominent inscription of Christ as the “[b]lameless and spotless Passover Lamb, sacrificed”. John the aging Apostle’s conclusory prophetic notes mentioned the one and same Lamb who stood before the Throne of God at the final times and under Whom those of the “Emmaus trend” would be guaranteed shelter, guidance, full protections. Soteriological substitution taught that “[T]he Son of Man came to serve and give His Life as a ransom for many”, brought into early Church thought by none other than Isaiah the prophet who guarded against psycophancy, who vividly guided the Churchs’ pattern to remain in monotheism. Isaiah inscribed the most wonderful Child and Prince who loved Peace. In a further startling, rugged prophecy Isaiah mentioned One who offered Himself as a prerequisite to save, not as a glorious king but a humbled “Suffering Servant” who “[k]new no sin, was made to become sin”. The force and effects of God’s plan for Atonement possessed crucial components such as - i) the type of sin that was forgiven; ii) the manner in which the sin was forgiven; iii) effect in respect of its New Covenant terms; iv) specific Atonement by “[T]his is my body….I have identified myself with…this is my blood of the New Covenant shed for the remission of sins” - Lord Jesus; v) the Lord’s iustus  invoked respect where His response to people was not on a whim, but in principle - a general blanket-covering iustus“6 and a further specific iustus [present participle]; vi) exclusive vindication in the manner in which sin was wiped away by Christ - “[t]hat He, knowing He was blameless - took the full brunt of the Law’s comprehensive penalty for mankind’s sins”. It needed to be understood that sin inevitably aroused the strongest reaction from God. He is always vigorously opposed to evil in every shape and form and refuses to condone the guilty. However from OT era and modern time in the Church, He has thus provided when no-one else had capacity, “[I] have given it for you upon the altar, to make atonement for your souls”. EVERY PERSON who chooses is included in the Saviour Jesus’ Atonement and Salvation, since while you were yet dead in your sins He died for you. Repent and ask the Saviour for His Salvation.

1	The superiority of the spotless Lamb’s blood wholly restored the Godly relationship; secondly re-instatement to pre-Creation levels; [Lev 17:11; Jer 31:31-34; Ezek 18:20; Mk 10:45; Lk 22:20; 1 	Cor 11:25; Heb 1:1ff; 4:14; 8:8-12; 1 Pe 1:19 Jude 24; Rev 5:6-12; 7:9-15, in addition see Pg 7 of Spiritual Belief 2014].


2	He entered in - where no-one could enter, gaze into or even get a fleeting glance at the inner sanctum. Jesus Christ, the Bread of Presence consistently pleaded for the Church on the basis of a 	power flowing from an obedient Life that cannot end. He was unique and closely identified with what it was like to be tempted “[i]n every way but was without sin”. Jesus understood the saints’ 	sufferings, efforts to overcome sin and overwhelming needs. The daily flow of God’s Mercy from the Mercy Seat reflected transformations of trust, hope and Love, see [1 Cor 13; Heb 4]. 


3	Atonement was life-oriented and at around AD 95 John the aging Apostle prophetically saw in the end-times multitudes worshipped and praised the Lamb, see [Jn 13:34; Rev 4:11; 7:9-12].


4	Paul taught the world was under Lord Almighty’s condemnation and John, Peter and the Hebrews author/s in unity stated the Cross should be understood as having dealt with all the sins of all 	mankind, see [Isa 61:10; Mtt 26:28; Mk 14:24; Ro 1:18; 3:21f; 4:25; Eph 5:2; Hebr 1:2-3; 3:1-19; 9:11-15; 1 Pe 2:24; 1 Jn 2:2].


5	Peter wrote his Epistles at around AD 66/68 and John inscribed his Gospel and three Epistles at around AD 85/90. It was thus held as a point of interest that John the Baptist at around AD 26 	heralded in confirmatory form that Jesus was “[B]ehold the Lamb who takes away the sins of the world”, see [Isa 53:6; Jn 1:29; Ac 2:23; Ro 3:22; 1 Cor 5:7; 2 Cor 5:21; Eph 5:2; Rev 7:9 ].  


6	Atonement covered the believers however souls not born-again on the Lord’s Salvation Plan, the Church was urged to pray and weep for, so that they might also rejoice when these souls were 	saved. God’s love for individuals was so wonderful, He rejoiced when they turned to Him and Paul encouraged the Church they would also rejoice when they saw who was saved into the 	granaries 	of heaven; and that both sower and reaper would rejoice, see [Ps 51:12-13; Lk 15:6-7; Jn 4:36; 1 Thes 2:19-20].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra submit a comprehensive outline of the major events of Passion Week as evidenced in Scripture pertaining to our Saviour at Easter.  Sunday through Wednesday Jesus the Lord spent each night in Bethany at the home of His friends Mary, Martha and Lazarus a mere two miles E Jerusalem near the Mount of Olives. The Lord spent Thursday night praying in the Garden of Gethsemane on the Mount of Olives. Friday and Saturday nights His Body lay in the Garden Tomb of Joseph of Arimathea. Mark recorded the origin of the Lord’s Supper as Communion or the Eucharist and it is still celebrated today. Jesus and His disciples ate a meal, sang Psalms, read Scripture and prayed, then Jesus took two traditional parts of the Passover meal, the passing of bread and the drinking of wine and gave new meaning, as His Body and His Blood. Jesus used the bread and wine to explain the significance of what He was going to do on the Cross of Calvary, which sealed the New Covenant the Saviour cut with His Father in heaven by oath, on behalf of every believer [Heb 2:18]. ANY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour who sacrificed much to save your soul, may ask Jesus to save them by Grace.

Sing We the King who is coming to Reign  -  Charles Sylvester Horne [1865-1914, A hymn for the Bride to sing.
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Graeme and his wife Veldra in our weekly Bible Study, draw from Scripture knowledge related to our Lord’s provision for the Sabbath day taking into account His pre-determination, His categorization, His narrow purpose, the long-term impact into the New Covenant era and the special nature of the formal institutional Sabbath, as we read from Gen 2:23; Exodus 16:23; Leviticus 23:3; Isaiah 58:13. Lord God pre-determined the ordinance and in creation of it - before Moses - Lord God set a pattern for man’s appropriate imitation and state of his heart. To Moses’ understanding the Sabbath was a sign of true rule and he communicated further the Mercy, guidance, deliverance, steadfast love, yes, and correction of God embodied in the Sabbath worship. Six days a week were allocated for regular duties and work and the Seventh day the Children of Israel were to rest before the Lord and all works apart from mercy, of necessity and worship were prohibited however blessings were provided for obedience. God’s narrow purpose for the Sabbath was - i) a reminder of Covenant forever where the Lord Jehovah was Holy and had made the Children of Israel holy; ii) for rest in Him. Extra offerings were required on the Sabbath day such as two lambs without defect or blemish and a grain offering – however not under the regular preparatory time-bars but that staid the focus upon the Lord God’s worship. Ex post the Canaanite influence, the restoration of the Lord God over Israel’s lapses, deterioration and spiritual famines was worthy of worship. In order for God’s people to be His witness in a heathen1 world and in order toward outward obedience, to not find advancement outside of submission to the Will of God, the gates in Nehemiah’s2 period were shut and traders without Deuteronomic sanction who deliberately disobeyed the ordinance of the Lord were sent home every Friday afternoon as the Sabbath hours approached. The Lord God’s commands were that work was forbidden on the Sabbath from sunset Friday to sunset Saturday and the ritual was to be honoured and observed by all servants of the Lord, visiting foreigners and it included usage of beasts of burden. The long-term impact of the Sabbath Scripture recorded at around AD 26 with clarity that on a certain Saturday, as observed by doctor Luke, as the sun went down, all the villagers who had anyone sick in their homes, no matter what their diseases were came to the Lord Jesus and the touch of His hands healed every one. They had waited until Sabbath was over and Christ the Lord who ruled with Eternal power and glory over history had come to their rescue. Further in a classic and unique disclosure in one of the few places in the New Testament He let it be known to the Pharisees during one of His fiery, sharp debates3 that He was much more important than the created instruments of worship, He was greater than the Sabbath and that He had created the Sabbath. A rare admission indeed. Where the Lord Jesus acted decisively and with Mercy was in healing the suffering4 man’s lame hand on the Sabbath. EVERY PERSON is included in the Saviour’s Salvation since while you were yet dead in your sins He died for you.  Pray and ask Him to save you.

1	The Covenant previously confirmed the children’s inclusion by marriage in the monotheistic God-honouring religion of Yahweh.  However the tenet was in danger of falling apart as inter marriage 	took place. Nehemiah rallied the men to build amidst ferocious opposition and he had some choice words to say about the blatant disregard for Lord God’s instructions despite the scorn poured 	upon their efforts to restore, the slander against them, threats and conflict from strangers who were not akin to their own hearts, see [Isa 58:13; Amos 8: Neh 4:1-23; 10:31].


2	People keeping the Sabbath were increasingly challenged by trading from obsessively loaded ships headed forTyre, “[y]our mighty vessels flounder in the heavy eastern gale piled with spices, 	early figs, wax, glass, Tyrian dye, perishables for meals and baked goods” all of which Nehemiah prohibited on the Sabbath. Scripture indicated where Lord Jesus was led by the Holy Spirit who 	endured a visit by Satan who seemingly offered the “whole world” if the Saviour would only “kneel at Satan’s feet and worship him”. The people of God from inception of religion to the Incarnation 	were tempted and on the Sabbath similarly according to materialism, physical needs, protection issues, power and achievement - where Satan implied he embodied sole ownership, however 	Scripture pointed to the fact that God the Lord purposed to destroy him.  The Almighty God has the lien over all souls who love Him. Satan’s distortion of heavenly perspective was corrected swiftly 	by the Son of God as He reminded Satan the Scriptures were in disagreement with what Satan proposed. Honouring God first means that money is not your God. If you find yourself craving what 	the world offers, remember Jesus’ words who knew and applied Scripture to Satan, see [Dt 6:13; Job 38;4; Ps 24:1; Isa 6:3;Ac 20:7; 1 Cor 16;2; Rev 1:10]. 


3	The Pharisees stated grain was not to be harvested on the Sabbath. God’s law held that crops should not be harvested on the Sabbath which prevented farmers from becoming greedy and 	protected labourers from being overworked. The Pharisees interpreted the Saviour and disciples’ actions – picking off the grains and rubbing them in their hands – as harvesting wheat. The Lord did 	nothing for personal gain, evidenced in His question “[I]s it good to do right on the Sabbath?”. The Pharisees focused so intently on the specific rule that they missed its true intent. The Lord 	recognized the lure of money and its corresponding “cloak of respectability” that made people appear good by publicly doing good deeds and where they publicly pointed to the sin in others Jesus 	Himself chose to spend time with those who sensed their own sin, who felt they were not good enough for God but who wanted to spend time with Him. The Lord had authority to overrule 	Pharisaical traditions since He was the Creator of the Sabbath and He did, see [Mk 2:24; Lk 6:1,5-32].   


4	The Sabbath pointed to the rarity of relationship between Lord God and faithful men and women. Jehovah wanted His Children to get to know Him more and the Scriptures at this juncture 	considered it critical that at around AD 48 onwards the saints did everything in their power to know God more since He indicated He wanted His people then and now to reach their best potential 	because He has created each one with remarkable talents and capacity for true worship – which was the offer Jesus put out to the Samarian woman as one of the universal nations for Salvation He 	would leave in His Apostles’ hands – a chance to know and worship deeply and truthfully God Almighty, due to Christ’s Grace who is our “Sabbath” [Mtt 9:6; 22:29; Mk 12:24; Jn 4:1f].

Graeme and his wife Veldra explain the transliterated work of Scriputure that focused specifically on the Saviour’s preparation for His disciples in their future hour of rejection for their testimony of Christ, where we read from Matthew 10:28-31 and Acts 2:38-47. In context, the Saviour associated with the bird-type that nested within Temple buildings and were familiar with human habitat, in addition He was aware of the tiny trade and price for them [Ps 84:3]. The Saviour immediately He assured1 each disciple of the love of Almighty God for them just as He loved each little Sparrow and in doing so what sprung to mind was that His Father in heaven had authority to send a soul to hell - therefore He was the one to fear. “[L]et your whole heart cheer up”, He re-assured them that their being grounded in Christ, meant they were of infinite value to Father in heaven and He would acknowledge them in heaven. Potentially, the Saviour could have marvelled at how much God had cared for them in that His Gift to them for Salvation stood right in front of them, yet He relied on the Scripture that clinging to Him might bring on all the troubles in the world since the world had no “eyes to see” and that troubles could be a test to see the real value His disciples displayed. Everytime the Lord was mentioned, He challenged individuals for a decision. Different values, morals, goals and purposes inevitably set His disciples apart from those whose work was absent of the goodness of God. The facts offered a vivid illustration for the Saviour’s people of whom He reminded [and the Holy Spirit reminds us now] never to neglect their higher Calling.  The Lord’s Cross was the single most important link for access by faith into Grace that the Children of Light enjoyed and Lord Jesus competently assured each disciple that they could expect God to honour His own commitment to grant forgiveness, Mercy and guidance - because He has chosen to and He can be trusted2. Fear Almighty God and He will supply your every need and the disciples will receive the “reward of a prophet” as they inherited Eternal Life3. The Lord God in heaven never turned away a devoted follower who entered into His gates with thanksgiving4” and His Courts with praise and according to Pauline Scripture “[E]verything for Christ, in Christ and through Christ” - that Father in heaven might be glorified.  


ANY PERSON who wishes to genuinely give their heart to the Grace of God - for cover, love and protection may pray and Scripture assures you as you repent of your sins, Jesus will bless you. Thereafter, please settle in a Church that worships God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Ghost.

1	Who would oppose them? The Teacher knew of the three sources – government, religious people and their own families. The natural response of His disciples to potential threats was worry and fear 	however the Lord Jesus was non-plussed since He knew the future and knew it would not be long and the truth would be revealed and every single plot would become public information. He 	counselled them their souls could not be harmed and reassured them that Lord God Himself would acknowledge the disciples who acknowledged Him. The Lord knew the Love of God would sustain 	them because Father God had sent Him to die for their souls and that they need never fear difficult trials or personal threats because the Holy Spirit worked on their behalf. It paid to remember that 	those who stood up for Christ despite troubles, truly had lasting value, see [Mtt 10:26-42; Ac 2:1ff].


2	The Shepherd’s theme is never far from the Word of God. The significance for the modern Church was that where they did not have the Shepherd in the traditional sense, the Lord always came to 	the rescue of His people via The Father, the Word and the Holy Spirit and the Church could draw near to Him by faith with appropriate thanksgiving and consistent praises proffered to the Shepherd 	of unity - one flock , one Shepherd with a true heart, who cared for the Churchs’ societal issues such as powerlessness - in children, the poor, widows and pregnant women. Soteriologically, the 	shepherd’s staff was recorded as having carried the Lord God Most High’s authority into the New Testament period under the appointed Christ’s sceptre of power for protection and guidance of His 	disciples, Apostles and Church. Jesus our Lord’s support was couched in His Eternal Life [since He is the Resurrected and Ascended Christ] and the aspect of the continuous threshing stick - which 	in the normal course was the still operative separating instrument – that constantly challenged the heart to be filled with the love of God. The Church wrestled with pain, suffering and injury and the 	fact that Christ the Lord, with highest moral character had already conquered death, His Light was bright through the valley of death’s shadow and they confidently worked with His Love. At no stage 	was “selfish greedy profit” their Shepherd in any of the Apostles’ dealings or in any decisions made by any Apostle or the Church. Reliance was upon the Sovereignty of Jesus Christ’s Sceptre which 	confirmed His ‘nomination’ after ascension. Even at around AD 26 in our Saviour’s era, the tax man sorted out those who were greedy for profit and they do so today, see [Ps 23; 78:71-72; 100:4; 


	Pr 28:20; Mtt 19:21; Jn 10:2,11; Gal 2:10; 1 Ti 6:9; Heb 13:20; 1 Pe 5:4]. 


3	Almighty God alone knows the future because He has been there. Believers must not fear the future however they must [peremptive] weep and pray for souls who without the Lord God, might be in 	danger of harm. The Lord of the Harvest should be asked to send more labourers to help the souls who needed it, see [Mtt 9:38; Ro 16:25-27; Rev 1:17-18]. 


4	The gates of the Lord metaphorically translated “to be seen publicly” which denoted a type of Shewbread. We witness to Christ the Lord who is the Son of God and Prince of Peace, publicly, so 	that everyone can see He is the Lord of Lords. The Courts of the Lord were illustrative of our God’s authority, position, extent of wealth,  jurisdiction, justice and sense of fairness, plus the praises 	were from – i) His Children; ii) were a fitting obedient response, and; iii) sacrifice lavished upon Him that embellished and beautified Him in return for the hope afforded for His Children in Christ.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra in our Spiritual Belief provide a brief overview of “[G]od made known His name” as a means of revelation to mankind throughout both Testaments. In the Old Testament He made known His characteristics of power and glory; He pledged1 Himself to His people for their welfare; and we read from Genesis 12:1-3 and Genesis 17:5-8; Matthew 1:24; 26:56; 27:50. The goal of the Lord’s relationship was perfection, that He would bless Abraham’s seed who would perfectly bless and acknowledge Him exclusively in the role He played in their lives2, revealed by His promise. At Mount Sinai, Jehovah’s dramatic saving power was causa causans to the formal acknowledgement of “Sovereign” and it was through the mouth of Moses that Yahweh’s promulgated laws connected to obedience - that was bound to blessing3. The entire work of writing the Law was accredited to the Lord Jehovah and regarded as the permanent valid disclosure and definitive Will of God and it was designed so that He alone received all the glory. God forbade sorcery and divination in every shape and form. He sent a succession of prophets and Judges [men and women devoted to giving Him the glory] with answers to everyday life regarding worship and guidance during - pre-exile Israel; the exile, and; ex post exile. God’s people knew His theophanies and experimental manifestations wonderfully betokened His nearness. The frame and foundation of the religious outlook for the New Covenant Church came via two ‘organs’ that corresponded directly to Abraham and his faith of putting Jehovah God first, now and forever - the Lord Jesus as the Giver of Salvation that empowered all performance; and His Apostles - who taught the Kingdom of Christ with eschatology that disclosed the redemptive4 purpose of Three Persons of the Godhead working as One, for the Son is the express image of God whose ‘logos’ or Word was regarded as an expression of His incarnate mind that came from a Life6 that could not die. Christ, the Mediator embodied all the wisdom7 man needed, and for his salvation Paul disclosed the secret of God’s good pleasure that lay in the foundation of the Church and in restoration of the Cosmos - kept hidden up to the time of the Incarnation, that abolished the requirement for the old priestly and sacrificial Jewish cultus but not the faith, as Christ fulfilled the Law and upheld the faith of Abraham that God alone be glorified. Paul stated that Christ is exalted through all and in all.  Two events that will bring God’s plan of human history to its astounding revelational crescendo regarding acts still to come will be - the confession of “one who is the Anti-Christ”; and at the prescribed time - the 2nd Appearance of the glorious Jesus Christ coming in His Father’s glory. We emphasize that only the Lord knows the “who” and “when” and will reveal at His time. ANY PERSON who wishes to seek the Lord Jesus Christ so that Father God’s Mercy may shine on you, according to the Plan of God’s redemption, may ask for and receive Saviour’s amazing Grace.

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Graeme and his wife Veldra didactically examine Scripture’s premise of the blameless Lamb of God; and further develop the principle of holiness and growth borne after overcoming ‘temptations’ over the course of the saints’ lives and we read from Matthew 6:13; 26:41; 1 Corinthians 10:13; Hebrews 5:14. The Lord Jesus Himself was ‘fitted’ for obedience, overcame every sin known to man and was found blameless [Rev 5:2-6]. The non-defiant plea of the Lord’s Prayer “[L]ead us not into temptation but deliver us from evil” Scripture illustrated was connected to Jehovah’s refining process1 where certain things transpired - a) the agency of the devil was not always excluded; b) the escape route for the saints was the assurance Christ gave as to Abba Father’s provision, while the inevitability of punishment for the wicked stood; c) the onus on the saints for obedience to the Lord’s reduced from ten to ‘Two Commandments’ that even in the midst of suffering2  they were to love - no love, then no progress onto discernment; d) the Lord’s wonderful promises for our ancestral3 hope. In the Old Testament, at around 1706 B.C. to 1004 B.C. Yeshua’s Judges decided in every dispute for the victory of good over evil and at around 721 B.C. to 589 B.C. Jehovah’s loyal prophets, with faith based on Jehovah’s accurate prophecies, in the exile proffered much support for those under pressures who, without the Temple had ‘sequestered’ to the river and were faithful in aspects that were of monumental import to the Lord God - in prayer, thanksgiving and praise, Offerings and keeping Sabbath.  At around AD 26 during Christ’s 40 day fast and victory over temptation, His words “[I]t is written” coherently advanced God’s kingdom in the areas of - pride, false teaching regarding the Almighty and exclusive worship to God. His parables; teachings; healings; repentance; justice; preaching; the Apostles and fledgling Church inhibition of sin and its destructions. Traversing forward to at around AD 48, James4, the Lord Jesus’ brother pre-resurrection squabbled with the Saviour [further ‘fittings’ for the Lord’s obedience] ex-post Resurrection James highlighted the impact of “faith with actions” in a multi-cultural society who were desperate for God’s Loving Mercy.  At around AD 55 Paul acknowledged the Gospel that all have sinned and fallen short5 of God’s glory, that not one was worthy of God’s attention but saying that they had not been singled out for punishment since the Lord God was brimming over with comfort for them. At around AD 64 Peter, now an older and wiser Apostle, cast light on the ‘fiery trials’ and reassured the saints they were for the good and that it was a privilege to serve God [1 Pe 3:17; 4:16]. In conclusion, Scripture ascertained that the faithful Old Testament people and the Lamb’s saints endured ‘fiery trials’ authenticated by Almighty God. In conclusion, Scripture strongly indicated the ‘fiery trials’ featured similarities to the tribulation and comforted the saints with the promise their garments were washed by water6. 


EVERY PERSON who wishes to genuinely welcome the Saviour into their heart, may ask Lord Jesus for His beautiful calming Grace and relief of Salvation.

2	Great sacrifices were expected; even harder tasks were proposed; the Lord required extensive preparation for His tasks and seemingly with no blessing whatsoever in sight however the most 	comprehensive suffering was experienced by Jesus of Nazareth who pleaded, while on the Cross for forgiveness for them who viciously Crucified Him. The wise words of the Lord Jesus, that 	even in the midst of the saints’ most awkward pressures, He would like it if the saints would bear thought of many other souls who were perishing and in need of prayer and love, in seriatim

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Graeme and his wife Veldra contemplate “fellowship” as essentialia of the Triune God and in common enterprise with man. The readings are taken from Genesis 1:26; 3:9; Leviticus 6:2; Matthew 18:20; 1 Corinthians 2:14. God’s Life eternal within Himself comprised fellowship of three equal and distinct Persons - Father, Son and Holy Spirit. In His relationship with His moral creation the Lord shared a two-way fellowship in which He expected man to be honourable, was shocked when they were not e.g. Adam and Eve lost the crucial element of desire for fellowship. The Lord restored fellowship to the patriarchs, kings, priests, prophets and ordinary people in their obedience to the Lord. Through Moses’ laws and through King David1 fellowship with the Lord was revealed as a commitment and faithful in its continuance through each of their lifetimes. The Apostles2 even while they wrought many miracles, took no glory unto themselves but remembered many more people were still to come to enjoy the Lord’s free gift of love, with a chance to become His Spiritual family and they ministered to more than 3,000 new believers daily in Communion fellowship. Paul, to the competitive Corinthians3 listed God’s goodnesses and fellowship and in his second letter related how Macedonia, despite their awful troubles and hard times, insisted on sharing and assisting other Churches in whichever way they possible4. Paul to the Philippians stressed the fellowship of God’s Spirit, that furnished proof of the return of desire for fellowship.  Paul, from an affluent background indeed, was well aware just how many people “lived to make a good impression” on others and potentially sought to please only themselves. He requested the Philippians see the current positon from a higher perspective of fellowship with no bar on Spiritual unity, which meant they must do more to be at onement with God.5  John, the aging Apostle at around AD 85 - AD 90 opened his letter emphasizing the eternal Christ raised to Life, who brought Spiritual Light and Life. As an eyewitness to the Saviour and His ministry, John was certainly qualified to talk about Him and His work6. It may be concluded that fellowship with the Lord God was experienced in obedient and hardworking acts by His saints. EVERY PERSON who seeks the Lord Jesus’ fellowship and Salvation must eagerly pray and worship Him, your reward will come by Grace says Scripture.

1	The laws of God stated by failing to return a stolen item or not returning a borrowed item in pledge was considered as an affront to Himself and the result would be a lack of fellowship. However 	fellowship would return at confession and after the priest had atoned for sin, see [Lev 6:2-7; Ps 94:20].    


2	The Apostles conducted Communion that celebrated rememberance of Jesus the Lord. This was a happy moment however the actual organization took time and effort. If the Lord put effort into 	our Salvation then it was expected through hard work we put effort into service for the Lord, however, not in order to earn approval or Salvation since that had already been accomplished in the 	Cross of Calvary. The Apostles taught Christ’s Word to the Churches urging for pinpoint assistance where needed, see [Acts 2:42].


3	Paul had strong words to say to the Church at Corinth. Cease competing and review all you have been given – i) you are Christ’s possession; ii) your whole life will be enriched; iii) He will help you 	speak out; iv) you are given understanding towards His type of truth; v) you have every Grace, blessing, gift and power to do His will; vi) His warrantee to you is you will be reckoned free of sin at 	His 2nd Appearance [He will shoulder the responsibility and see to it that no charge arises against you and He intercedes already along these lines]. God will surely do all this for you since He 	first introduced us to Christ and initiated friendship with His dear Son. It pays to keep the themes of Paul in perspective at around AD 55 when Corinthians 1 & 2 was written. To the first letter 	Paul’s studious preparation involved taking the Corinthians out of the “babyness” of faith and onto adult themes such as - the meaning of Christ’s Cross; the Last Supper and its significance; the 	Lord’s poem of Love; the destiny of all His Saints and Paul capped it all with a stern “[D]on’t flaunt your maturity” and “[N]ever tire of doing right”.  The differentiation between the letters was the 	first addressed practical issues and the second letter adopted a far more personal tone and entreated focus as they adjusted against the chaotic confusion and mayhem caused by the false 	teachers who were demonic - and they still are chaotic, see  [1 Cor 1:9; 2 Cor 1; 2; 4; 5; 7 ]


4	The realm of God’s love spread as several Churches moved beyond their own circle of friends and city and boosted the organizations that progressed Christ’s name. By joining with other 	believers they fellowshipped in the unity of giving. Perhaps an endearing avenue for fellowship Paul listed was the requirement for a fundraising project which would serve the interests of 	the poorer Churches. Of necessity it would be – i) information; ii) definite purpose; iii) readiness and willingness; iv) dedication; v) leadership, however not the ‘privileged’ manner rather “[I] am in 	this just like you,we persevere together”; vi) enthusiasm; vii) persistence; viii) honesty, integrity; ix) someone to keep it moving, see [2 Cor 8:4-22; Spiritual Belief 2017 pg 1-10]. 


5	If people lived only for themselves then the seeds for discord were sown. When they worked together and put the Churchs’ troubles ahead of their own, they displayed the servanthood of Jesus in 	that He gave Himself for Salvation. Philippi was cosmopolitan and the Church reflected people from all walks of life and from a variety of backgrounds. Unity would have been difficult to achieve 	but-for the Holy Spirit who led believers to show genuine interest in one another for the Gospel sake. Jesus summarized His own servanthood in His interest shown for His disciples who 	were ordinary everyday men as He prayed for their Spiritual well-being and equipping for the task ahead, summarized to His Father in heaven as “[I]f that is what You want from them, Father - 	productivity and fellowship - then I will arrange it” [Jn 17:1ff; Phil 2:1-5]. 


6	John’s readers at around AD 95 had not seen the Lord however John had and he recorded his encounters and invited his readers to experience the joys of fellowship with Christ, still available 	sixty-five years later and still available for ANY PERSON today to approach for Salvation. The underlying strength and chance to experience what real togetherness was about, was grounded 	in the hard work done by the Apostles in the Saviour’s name.  The fact that together they believed, formulated a firm foundation, preached, travelled and purposively encouraged the people into 	organized fellowship over their lifetimes, made possible the Living fellowship of Christ for you and me today in the Presence of a wonderful Merciful Father God, see [1 Jn 1:1-7].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra glorify God Almighty for His Mercy, read at Genesis 12:1-3; Matthew 5:3-12 and we honour the Son of Man of whom Father God exerted power when He raised Him from the dead, exalted Him to the highest heavens, seated Him at His right hand and gave Him the name which is above every other name both in this age and in the age to come. Our Saviour in his Salvation work on earth, worded it this way “[I] have come to do the will of My Father”. Scripture encouraged continual Church growth under all circumstances and noted that not all prosperity was good, neither was all adversity bad. It was during times of adversity the Church drew closer to the Lord God and in order to experience growth the Church must [peremptive] - a) remain diligent; ii) faithfully obey the Lord God of Abraham, Father of our Saviour Jesus Christ; c) resist false teachers and anti-Christ’s; d) stay true to the Word of God and keep one’s ‘garments’ clean, meaning keep a fresh conscience; e) remain confident in Christ’s return; f) avoid the Spiritual complacencies of lawlessness and heresies. It was noted in Scripture historically, that there were both good and wicked regents who reigned and that wicked regents, under great public disaffection, who denied the existence of the Lord God, untenably conflated themselves. Notable young people in Scripture who were blessed by the Lord were David - shepherd, poet, giant-slayer, king, ancestor of Lord Jesus and one whom the Lord1 spoke “[a] man who will obey”. Josiah, at the age of twelve officially became a man on the Throne and worked with the High Priest who after a period of a regent’s severe neglect of Jehovah and the disaster that followed, carefully and lovingly re-instated God’s Laws and once more honoured the Lord as his ancestor king David had done. Josiah, at a young age showed greater wisdom and fulfilled his Spiritual leadership position more appropriately than his predecessor. John the Baptist commenced his proclaimations of “[t]he Lamb who takes away the sins of the world” as a young man and the Saviour Jesus at the age of thirty began His public ministry. It was the disciple John, the same age as the Lord, who was more concerned about Christ’s inner group’s position than in being a part of setting free many, troubled by demons that the Saviour wisely admonished “[D]o nothing, let him continue, for whoever is for our work, is not against Me”2. Young leaders in the Scriptures resisted the impulse to jump ahead before receiving Spiritual3 direction and in the result their next steps were blessed by Lord Almighty.  Paul the apostle who was transformed astonishingly - from persecuting Christians, to a vastly different faithfilled Paul about whom Luke further addressed matters throughout the entire book of Acts, became the devoted, technically gifted Gospel preacher who was uniquely placed to preach to Jewish listeners who were cut to the heart; and particularly where he took the debate to the Jerusalem Council alongside James, Jesus’ younger brother, who in its final decision the Council decided for “no outward show” to earning Salvation; and with fervent preachings to the Damascus Jews,none could withstand his proven4 points that Lord Jesus indeed was the Christ. Stephen taught us that first in smaller tasks the striving for excellence then to the more complicated tasks and believers must prove to the Lord their greater commitment and loyalty. Aquila and Priscilla’s ministry urged for education in all matters of faith as a necessity - no matter what role one exercised at Church; and Timothy and Titus, young leaders5 who proved that being young was never an excuse for ineffectiveness. EVERY PERSON who calls upon the name of the Lord Jesus, will be saved.

1	With Lord Jesus’ announcement the Kingdom of God was at hand, the people naturally asked themselves “[h]ow then would I be blessed by God if I came to His kingdom?” The Lord taught that 	they ought to seek benefits and rewards far different from those the Pharisees and Sadducees were advocating and in the Church later were taught by the Apostles, see [Mtt 5:3-12]. 


2	Jesus also stated that giving a child a cup of water in His name would be rewarded at Lord God’s discretion and by contrast, harming others or failing to correct matters where they were being 	harmed, was sin. Time and again life has proven how leaders used their measure of greatness afforded them for good or evil that could be reckoned to them before the Lord as personal 	achievement or unselfish service. An appropriate time to act anywhere would be where e.g. God was dishonoured; children were starving; hatred was rife; trade was manopolized; or where a 	person was being physically ill-treated or in constant lack; or where the physical and Spiritual well-being of believers was at risk of harm  see [Mk 9:38-42; Acts 7 and 8]. 


3	Blessings came from God Almighty through Abraham, David and Jesus Christ. They came to the faithful; were received through humble obedience; they balanced blessing and judgment; they 	were meant to draw us close to God; some were conditional; what it means to “bless the Lord”; they came from reverencing God; may lead at first to pain; persecution could be seen as a blessing; 	they came from remaining in close contact only with the Living God; they came from contact with God’s people; they came not always in material prosperity [Ge 12:1-3; 1 Sa 2:21; 2 Ki 5:9-15;

Scripture recorded with certainy in Paul’s letter to the Thessalonians the work of the man of rebellion that Satan’s attempts to trick as many as possible away from Lord God would be through undisclosed, subtle underlying forces, morph into open defiance of God and every sacred thing notwithstanding his claim to “even be God”. We learn more about God in adversity and Scripture encouraged the Church and the nations of the Lord to examine our hearts, confess our sins and find His forgiveness, safe in the Merciful bosom of Almighty God and Jesus Christ the Son of God, who with effort, brought us Salvation that our hope is never cut off, see [Ge 12:2; 1 Chronicles 15; Ezr 6:3-12; Psalm 2; 77; 119; Ps 150; Prov 24:14; Isa 9:3,6,7; Eccl 5; Mtt 3:11,16,17; 16:16-18; 18:17; 23:39; Jn 3:17,18; Ac 10:45; Ro 11:26; Eph 3:6; 2 Thess 1;11; Js 5:16; Rev 22:17]. EVERY PERSON who wants to be saved by Almighty God, drawn into Jesus Christ’s Salvation may call upon the name of Jesus Christ and the Lord saves you. We urge you seek a Pastor or Minister who follows the Lord Jesus to assist you further.

Gloria in excelsis [ICET Text] 
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Graeme and his wife Veldra expound on the first miracle of our Saviour where He turned water into wine and the significance thereof.  We read from Genesis 1:26; 12:1-3; Isaiah 24:11, 14-16; Matthew 9:17; Luke 2:14; John 2:1-11; Ephesians 1:7-10. Key attributes of the Lord God’s nature was His Mercy, generosity and Love. In the New Testament, notably at around AD 26, through the ministry of the Son of God, Right Hand who worked God Almighty’s Salvation for Him, Lord Jesus, the Everlasting Father involved Himself1 in a closer relationship with a wedding couple at Cana, Galilee2 amidst the accompanying festivities. At the unexpected petering out of the initial supply of wine and at His Mother’s request to assist, the Saviour turned six large pottery jugs of water into wine and not only that, He overwhelmingly surprised the Master of Ceremonies [“MC”] by replenishing in extraordinary ample measure. The Saviour’s wonderful “favour” accomplished inter alia important criteria regarding the promises of Lord God -i) in working suddenly over against the Law and the works of the Law the Saviour ushered in the Kingdom of God and its early development on earth as foretold by Isaiah3 and deepened further in the Gospel of John; ii) Christ’s glorious fulfilling of Jewish heritage in the miracle of wine emphasized, the new4 age of God’s Grace had commenced; iii) tangible evidence that Grace was limitless and due to the Compassion of God available to His people the remnant [at that period] and thereafter any person who asked the Saviour for it.  On a conclusory note, the miracle of the wedding wine was not a license in the misuse of alcohol but reverted to a later teaching of the Saviour where He advised that new wine skins were needed in order to house the new wine lest the old5 wineskins burst in their powerlessness to contain the new energies. On a loving human6 note, Saviour lifted the reputations of a few significant people - the groom, his parents, the bride, her friends and parents, the MC and in the general avoidance of potential leadership embarrassment. ANY PERSON who wishes to find Lord God and receive the Grace of Jesus the Saviour will discover He does not discriminate against you, if you ask the Lord for His Grace in the miracle of re-birth, He will give to you liberally because He has decreed it.

1	On a broad and magnificent scale over the periods 875 B.C. down to 430 B.C. many major and minor prophets contributed didactically to the present situation and the Saviour was keenly aware of 	historical implications in His first miracle - i) Elijah in his polemic against idolatry materially considered Jehovah’s concern for a widow’s predicament had more impact than psycophancy; ii) Joel 	encouraged the return to God and pronounced the outpouring of God’s Spirit with attendant joy; iii) Amos, addressed the pious veneer of religion, prophesied a Spiritual famine yet affirmed that God 	was their helper; iv) 	Micah, a rural prophet familiar with the city’s corruptions categorically stated that “nothing short of divine intervention could avail for the ultimate salvation of God’s people” and 	elaborated on the swiftness of the Lord’s Salvation; v) the latter half of Isaiah’s prophecies proffered an imposing portrayal of self-offering that God’s humble Servant would undertake on behalf of 	mankind which focused on the Lord’s daring initiative to save; vi) Jeremiah wept tears of a broken heart over Israel’s lapses and the loss of Spiritual true value but also pointed to the steadfast Love 	of God; vii) Habbakuk evidenced God’s love was not confined to scenic wonders; viii)  Daniel related the breathtaking Great White Throne of the Ancient of Days, where millions of angels 	worshipped and that the One [Messiah] ruled with eternal power over history and all the nations of the world; ix) Ezekiel referenced the holiness of God and His restoration to true worship. The 	above all demonstrated a Spiritual lack, then the Grace of God prophesied, suddenly came down to replenish, restore, renew and transform, see [Mk 4:30; Lk 2:14; Jn 16:33; Ro 12:2; 2 Cor 3:18]. 


2	In context, the quality of life at around AD 26 was reflected in the Lord’s parables - loaves, figs; labourers, dinner at a friend’s house, borrowing from a friend at midnight; germinating seeds, fish and 	fish nets; agricultural pursuits; wealth with kindess and uncharitable hoarding of wealth; a kind nobleman. Many people surrounded the Saviour - businessmen and businesswomen, breadwinners ,	all sincere folk who came to hear the Saviour’s truths, see [Jn 1:45f; Spiritual Belief 2019 pg 54].


3	The wedding family were not the only ones included in the remnant “[w]ho would sing to the glory of the Righteous One”. It is relevant that Nathanael, a disciple of the Lord originated from Cana 	where the Lord had once remarked He had ‘seen’ Nathanael before Nathanael saw Him and just to punch home the point, Saviour mentioned the tree type under which Nathanael stood. Isaiah 	prophesied a key component to the miracles of God was to give honour and praise to God when it is realized that He performed all of His promises. There is a lesson here for modern day believers 	in that each must hold on to God’s promises for the future and look forward to singing the praises of Him who restores heaven and earth, see [Isa 24:11, 14-16; 25:1,4]. 


4	Scripture stated wine had its good and bad aspects however not all was bad since Jesus was not only present at the wedding in Cana of Galilee but performed the miracle of glorious favour that 	provided joy for the celebratory couple’s complete festivities - a stunning display of the power of Christ’s Grace. No more famine, chaos, clouds of doom or people at their lowest ebb and no loss of 	melodious chord. Saviour delightedly and unswervingly showed the Lord God’s works of Grace were so manifoldly blessed [including every aspect in nature] that He deserved thanksgiving and 	everlasting praise, see [Isa 26:1-7; Mtt 21:16; Lk 4:22; Ro 1:20-23; 2:12-15; Eph 1:6;1 Pe 2:3].


5	It is trite the Lord Jesus refused to perform any miracle or give any sort of ‘sign’ to prove the veracity of His identity or purpose since most times the King of Glory was actually standing right in front 	of the Scribe or Pharisee who attempted the full-on challenge yet did not “see” the Miracle Christ was, see [Mtt 12:38-42]. 


6	Saviour’s working of miracles was directed to a deepening of the human understanding of God that spoke dramatically to those who have “ears to hear”. Scripture highlighted the integral 	relationship between the Saviour’s works and aptly illustrated He came not to usurp Rome or any government, but to unseat sin in mankind’s hearts and at times that included miracles of 	wonder – the miracle of the wild olive being grafted onto the Branch itself a wondrous and kind miracle ( see [Nu 12:1-16; Dt 13:2-3; Mtt 11:5; Mk 3:11-12; Ro 11:17,19,23,24; Col 1:16-17].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra canvass the miracle of our Lord and Saviour in His feeding of the five thousand. We read from Matthew 14:12-21; Luke 9:12-17; John 3:16; 6:5-14,27. The Saviour, after the news of John the Baptist’s death at the hands of Herod, sought solitude1 and drew aside in a boat headed for a deserted place to pray. Gentile multitudes from Tiberias followed Him through the towns2 and on His return from prayer, the numbers had swelled to five thousand men present plus women and children. The Saviour who walked under an endowment of obedience did not see the people as a nuisance. He welcomed them because He had access to bring the crowds within reach of the Kingdom of God and He proved the justice of God who kept His promise of Mercy everyday. The Saviour upheld the reputation of the Lord God “He does not fail, He will send help urgently” and this was proven in the meaningful way the Saviour answered questions from the crowds, cured sicknesses, smoothed out difficulties with a word; catered for the needs of the people; warmly affirmed doubts wherever a sense of failure loomed; gave wise counsel for troubled families; cheered the hearts of many; comforted those shamed who through adversity had felt deep disappointments and so He lifted their burdens, applied remission for their sins, preached, healed and comforted them right up to where the time of day had well taken its course. Scripture ascribed there was no other Saviour upon which the multitudes could depend for a special meal of loaves and fishes3. The disciples themselves rallied to God’s truth like soldiers to a flag and were put on a fast-track4 that nothing short of complete abandonment, unreserved commitment and palpable connection to God Incarnate was needed. Saviour was the Kinsman-Redeemer5, a saving Presence that brought further work at around AD 48 to AD 95, the kērygmatic message that extended out across Cappadocia, Galatia, Phrygia, Philippi, Thessalonica, Corinth and Rome. EVERY PERSON who is hungry and thirsty to hear and believe in the Saviour’s Salvation from Almighty God, may draw close to Jesus Christ, call upon His name and Lord Jesus saves you. We urge you to seek a Church Minister who follows the Lord Jesus Christ to assist you further as you commence praising Him.

1	Seeking solitude was an important priority the Saviour set in His busy schedule. He utilized His time to be with His heavenly Father and progressively met daily challenges. He could see the future 	and indeed, He is the future, see [Mtt 14:23-24; Rev 1:1ff].


2	A few facts are evident here – Tiberias the town on the W shore of the Sea of Galilee lying at 689 ft above sea level, was not a poor city, “[s]end the people into the towns to buy food and lodge 	overnight” the Saviour’s disciples had reasoned. The city Tiberias was founded by Herod Antipas at around AD 20, was unwalled – “[t]he crowds ran through on foot” and due to its defensive position 	the city became war-waging Herod’s capital. It was a city not ‘separated unto God’ and therefore Gentile. The population of Tiberias a military city, was dense and through its many connections 	always received “first news’’, which meant the news that the Saviour, who had been known to travel the limits of many towns was nearby, took hold and as transliterated by Matthew, Luke and John 	was cause causans to one of the Saviour’s most astounding miracles. Historically, at around AD 35 Herod, notwithstanding his action against John the Baptist was summarily deposed and became 	a Proverb of sudden disaster. Other cities were Jerusalem the holy City - the city of David, well known in both Old and New Testaments and the Apostle Paul went on to describe the New Jerusalem. 	The Greek ‘polis’ had political overtones and with reference to the Saviour’s miracle at around AD 27 at that point, defined Tiberias as wealthy and politically structured with concomitant rights for 	citizens. Troubles in both Testaments emerged when the larger cities with their palatial housing and built palaces competed against one another and innocent citizens were caught up in the rivalries 	e.g. money was extracted from citizens in order to pay for cities’ covetousness.  Inasmuch as there were many pagan Temples in Greek cities, the New Testament (“NT”) made it clear that since 	fulfillment of the Children of Israel’s hopes by the Saviour Jesus had been accomplished, there was no need for a physical Temple in the New Jerusalem [Jn 6:1; 21:1; Gal 4:24-26; Rev 21 and 22].    


3	Physical food in the OT and NT espoused staples such as grains, vegetables, wheat, almond, fig, pomegranate, softer fruits, olive oil, herbs, seasoning, animal products - honey,milk, oils, fish. In 	Solomon’s case, add in many supplies of the fatted ox, venison, lamb, fowl, locust, grain grown over 424 acres and livestock that filled 12 districts [Lv 9:10; 19:9; Jos 24:13; Jdg 6:11; Ps 128:3; Ecc 	2:6; Isa 44:14; Prov 23:3; Mtt 6:26; supra pg 40 fn 5].         


4	The disciples acknowledged “[i]t is already time past supper and there is nothing to eat here in this deserted spot, send the crowds away so that they might go into the villages in order to buy food” 	and the iconic answer “[T]hat isn’t necessary – you  feed them”. The Master insisted upon their personal involvement towards the Gentiles with whom He felt a deep empathy, proven by the fact the 	Apostles thought it was a cinch He would send the crowds away. In the normal course, people at the most important meal of the day [after work], sat at a level above the domesticated animals and 	the fact that the Lord organized the crowds into seating arrangments of fifty gave testimony to the designation of man and the rank of Teacher. It was normal practice to serve only one big dish and 	serving from a supply of little, the Saviour’s caring actions were critically grounded on one fact - He was not from the Fall and therefore with swiftness He supplied Spiritual and physical nourishment 	for five thousand men plus women and children and as they accepted His food, they “passed through” to Eternal Life by earnestly listening and believing the Saviour’s message, see [Ex 29:2; Mtt 	5:13; 13:31-33; 26:29; Mk 2:23; Jn 14:30; 1 Cor 5:7f].     


5	Going forward, there is substantial meaning for all Gentiles – in the extension of Father’s goodwill towards all men, the Kingdom had come to all men and believers are expected to be nourished and 	further to bring about God’s Will for Salvation to completion. The Church is nourished not only by what is taken in but also by what the Church gave out.  The acts of Mercy believers can do every 	day are not dependant upon wealth, ability or intelligence, they are simply acts given due to the fact the believer received abundance of Grace from God and gave in return to others. In the Era of 	Grace all were enabled to endure, see [Ps 66:1-20; Ps 73:25; 119:111-112; 146:9; Pr 19:17; Mic 6:8; Lk 6:21; Jn 6:27; Ac 18:12; Rev 5:9-10; 7:4,9-15].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra canvass the memoranda of two miracles - i) healing at around 930 B.C. of Jeroboam’s “dry” withered arm, and; ii) the healing by Lord Jesus of a man’s “dry” withered arm, at around AD 26. We read from 1 Kings 12:1,27-28 and 13:1-10; Amos 3:1-2; 5:5,16-20; Matthew 12:9-14; Luke 6:6-11. The Temple was complete thirty years since Solomon when a resurgence of the original fissures of tribal competition emerged, with Jeroboam “fomenting rebellion” who succumbed to idolatry and perverted Yahweh’s religion with a seemingly Biblical mode of emphasizing due priority through expensive ceremonial ritual and costly sacrifice, at the expense of the poor. The true occupation of the people was really idolatry, the kingdom a civil power opposed to God that invited Yahweh’s judgment.  At this juncture, the Lord’s prophet took aim at the wickedness instigated at the arm of the “[o]ne promoted from the ranks of the commoner”, predicting that his kingdom would split and instantly Jeroboam’s arm1 “dried” and withered within the sphere of God’s spoken Word. The magnitude of the judgment was still to produce a further “dry” N kingdom over a period of three hundred years, vexing poor Amos2 the prophet’s righteous soul as he saw the unmistakeable symptoms of a heartless society with its self-proclamations of exaltation and indifference towards the poor. Amos preached “status does not save” and that the Lord’s high privileges involved Israel in heavy responsibility and the failure to accept this would bring far more than the severe judgment about to fall upon the pagan nations. The most elaborate ritual to Jehovah had become an abomination so long as it was offered by a people who had no intention of measuring up to the standards of Yahweh, seen in the uneven, selfish distribution and spending of new-found wealth, that went against Amos’ fundamental concept of God as Creator, Provider and Sustainer. A law broken through unrighteousness could not be mended by ritual alone. In the New Testament3, at around AD 27 the Lord Jesus encountered a man on the Sabbath4 whose arm was “dry” and withered. Before the crowd standing around Him He questioned the Pharisees if it was right to do good on the Sabbath. The Saviour5 had seen the glory of God in the humble worship of the man and reached out to heal his arm and yet His act of compassion brought criticism from the Pharisees whose loyalties lay more in compound tradition than with the Living God. Jesus had read their intentions correctly, exposed their pride and it is ironic that in the long run, their hatred combined with their zeal for the law, drove them to plot murder - clearly against the Law. Saviour continued ministering God’s mercies to the helpless, the infirm and deformed, the widow and the miserable, “moved with compassion”6 and at some places “moved to tears” at the plight of the poor; and the Church should also be moved to tears, likewise. ANY PERSON who wishes to draw near to the Saviour must do so in faith for the purpose of being born again into God’s family. Ask Lord Jesus to save you, repent of your sins , accept His free gift of Grace and claim your victory in Christ.

1	The “arm” of the Kingdom of God symbolized - strength; deliverance from slavery; a safe refuge; blessings to do wonders for the Lord; judgment or Salvation. Against God’s Word the arm of the 	wicked suffered defeat. The Lord with discretion withered and healed Jeroboam’s physical arm because Jeroboam was part of the election of God. It certainly did not assist Jeroboam to dance with 	with idolatry thinking he could serve both Lord and false god, that brought in all manner of discrimination and recrimination. The “apartheid” of rich versus poor; the labourer not being paid; lies, 	deceit and murders - the original evil reappeared under a different guise, but he was back, no doubt in Jeroboam’s era and even including the modern era. If you worship the “dead” [anything without 	the Presence of God] then Yahweh would not approve and even though Jeroboamdid have regard for the Lord, Yahweh still removed His Presence due to the fact sin had no jurisdiction. Plainly the 	Lord Jesus honoured the man with healing since Jesus saw before Him one who was a part of the Elect, see [Ex 6:6; Dt 33:27; Isa 51:9; Ps 18:34; 37:17; Zech 11:17; Mtt 4:1; Rev 13:1-3; 14:4]. 


2	Amos, God’s prophet at around 730 B.C. was well aware of the traditions of national history, religion and the law. His apparent hostile reaction to the religion he saw around him was not 	condemnation of the sacrificial code at all, but the manner in which the prominent abuse of religion was currently being administered, that continued from Jeroboam’s day to currently and asked by 	Jehovah through Amos, ”[w]as that the total sum of your religion?” see [Ex 20:6; Dt 4:40; Jos 22:5; Prv 8:10a; Amos 2:4,8-9ff; 3:1-2,10; 6:3-6; 4:4f;5:22-25; Zec 7:9-10; Lk 14:26]. 


3	The Tabernacle of God’s glory dwelt in the flesh of Jesus Christ and was within purview of believers that had as its object lifting God higher [Ac 4:21; Ro 8:18; 15:9; 16:27 Heb 2:9; 1 Pe 1:21;4:14]. 


4	The Sabbath, was originally designed to ensure the correct balance of living the Lord’s faithful life pattern where time was spent in preparation of offerings that pointed to a rarity of relationship with 	the Lord. Jehovah wanted His Children of Israel to get to know Him in an honest relationship, to see that they ”could not be moved” and find substance in their faith. The Scriptures considered it 	crucial at around AD 48 going forward that the saints do everything in their power to know God, more particularly on The Lord’s Day. The Lord wanted His people then and now to reach their best 	potential since He had created each one with remarkable talents and capacity for true worship and thus to put constraints on the good done on the Sabbath - Lord Jesus set the record straight and 	note carefully – the Sabbath was His jurisdiction, see [Ex 31:14; Jer 17:21; Amos 3:10,12, 15; 6:4; Lk 13:10; Jn 4:42; 8:32; 10:4; 17:23].  


5	All was not lost, the Kingdom of God prophesied in conclusion by Amos was “[a] brighter day to come” - the restoration of the Davidic kingdom that Christ fulfilled [Amos 9:11-15]. 


6	What steps ought the modern believer then to take? Saviour had often warned, the road to the Kingdom of heaven was not run by “imperial post”, it was narrow and every believer was to 	sort out the working of his or her own Salvation in the Kingdom of God. The gracious and free gift of God - our participation into His Kingdom carried for the Church a privilege. Election to Salvation 	took place “in Christ” as purposed by God for the wider human race. Salvation is unconditional, unmerited and in principle an expression of the Will of the Eternal Sovereign God who is unchanging. 	Even the desire and ability of the believer is God-given, chosen first, by the Lord God. Christians are called to grow in Godliness and develop holiness, gratitude and praises daily before God. Jude, 	author of the last Epistle in the New Testament differentiated between the heretic godless teachers and the wonderful Oath of Father God and His Son Jesus Christ whose Spirit enabled the 	believer into vital, respectful Salvation. Outside of Christ, men are Spiritually dead rebels who neither desire to submit nor are they able to, see [Mtt 7:13-14; Jn 15:16; Ac 2:36; Ro 1:18; 8:5,29; 1 Cor 	1:31; 15:10; Gal 6:14; Eph 1:4-6; 2:1,10; 1Tim 5:18; Heb 10:24; 13:13-18; 2 Pe 1:2-11; Ju 1-4; 17-23; 24-25].

The Lord Jesus was a self-effacing Son of Man who from the plenitude of Lord God’s tender loving nature, possessed most extraordinarily strong human sympathies and it is recorded that He delivered many from all classes of demonic possession, confirmed in Scripture as - i) the Trinity established the “end” from the outset before the foundation of the earth; ii) the devil was ousted from heaven before the Fall; iii) at Christ’s birth much more happened than most people realize; Scripture recorded resoundingly the battle between the forces of good and evil and demonstrated the Love of Father God as He steered Christ’s parents away from evil Herod’s despotic control; iv) everywhere Christ walked, by His Word and actions He manifested God’s New Salvation1 for all the nations; v) Christ Himself brought in “the New” and in His obedience fulfilled the former things of which Jehovah stated “[I] will never bring them to My mind again”; vi) casting out wickedness was an element of the New Creation operative of “[s]weeping clean2 the Universe”; vii) Christ the Son of Man at the prescribed latter times John saw in his vision, was presented to God as the “Victor”; viii) the One who held back and restrained Christ’s enemies was none other than the Everlasting Father3 as He protected His “elect”; ix) the Lord’s Salvation deliverance was a token of another order of reality rather than present, something which the evil spirits immediately recognized4; x) the Lamb of God shed His blood that has completely removed the believers’ sins - a serious blow to the kingdom of wickedness who have lost their position of accusation of the brethren in heaven due to the fact the precious blood of Christ had wiped away away sin; xi) the Lamb’s5 obedience-to-death built an endearing, enduring loyalty towards Him; xii) by observing the condition of the earth all round it is clear wickedness has had a dominating effect; xiii) God at times “permitted”6 trying circumstances briefly in the believer’s life in order to check and challenge one’s genuine faith, xiv) Lord Jesus ministered justice as He cast out evil spirits.  ANY PERSON may give their heart and life over to Christ the Saviour, then we urge you to continue to follow Christ and give your offerings of righteousness at a Church where the Minister who serves Lord Jesus of Nazareth can pray for you.

1	Two illustrations we cite among the thousands inscribed. Firstly, turning to the blameless and upright Job it is noted at the conference between the Lord and the devil - of which Job was unaware, all 	angels and the devil are compelled to regularly give an account to God. To the devil “[W]here have you come from?” and the reply “[F]rom wandering to and fro around the earth”. As a created being 	the devil is thus limited, he can be in only one place at one time, he cannot see into our minds nor can he foretell the future – if he could, he would have known that Job would not break under severe 	pressure. At around AD 26 Jesus the Saviour commenced the “sweep clean” by His deliverance – a poignant sign of the harmony of the Trinity; plus the weight given to the obligation of the Church to 	pray and obey must [peremptive] implement; secondly, the water baptism rite awakened the faith of Jesus’ followers [Job 1:7ff; Mal 4:3; Mtt 17:17;Mk 5:8.9.15; Lk 15:8; Jn 2:17; Ac 18:8 Rev 12:10].


2	David’s weapon against physical strongholds was the use of the Lord’s name, in thanksgiving and praise. At around AD 26 Christ the Living Word of God simply used the breath of His mouth, 	similarly further advanced in Revelation. Although Scripture appears silent on what conditions predisposed to demoniac-possession, Christ indicated an “empty house” invited habitation, hence the 	Apostles’ pleadings to fill up your soul with the Word of God. At around AD 35 exorcists who used Jesus Christ’s name met with some measure of success, others not so fortunate, sic. 	Paul, when 	the debate of demonized market meat opened, advised the Corinthians to avoid pagan temples but eat the meat sold at the market since it was covered in prayer in Christ’s name, [1 Sa 17:45; 	Ps110:1; Isa 63:4; Mtt 12:44-45; Lk 10:7; 11:19; Ac 16:18; 19:13-16; 2 Cor 10:4; Eph 6:17; 1 Thss 5:1-8;1 Tim 5:18; Heb 4:12; Rev 6:1; 12:11].     


3	The Old Testament [“OT”] related how Father God gladly fought for His people; terrified their enemies; threw their enemies into confusion; turned back the clock, turned it forward, made it go fast or 	slow; dissipated the enemies’ wealth in one hour; unleashed metereologic extremes of nature upon exploiters, manipulators, those who promoted the Corvée system and left no stone unturned to 	show love to those who loved His servants the prophets and priests, see [Ex 14:14; 23:27; 2 Sa 5:4; 2 Chr 2:29; 32:8; Isa 65:24-25; Zec 3:1-8; Mal 3:5,16-17; 4:1-3].          


4	Remarkably, the demons themselves to the Person of Christ confessed His divinity “[w]e know who you are Son of the Most High God!”, the reason for this being they had been in heaven 	prior to their rebellion under Father God’s hierarchy and therefore definitely recognized the Wondrous Son of God, demonstrating - i) the Father-Son eternal existence;  ii) Father-Son Covenant 	relationship; iii) Christ’s anointed role; iv) Christ’s humility to do Father’s Will – cause of their discomfort; iv) the availability of Salvation to the Gentiles, that caught them unawares now that the 	minions were barred from heaven; v) the delight Abba Father took in His Elect and His followers, the comparison made from OT days where God was pleased with His servants and gave blessings, 	favour, success and joy; New Testament blessings for reading Revelation since its theme is Christ, [Nu 24:9; Ps 1,2,32,33,40,41,84;112:1; Isa 66:4,14, 19b; Mtt 5:3-11; 8:29; Mk 1:24; Lk 1:35; 4:41; 	Jn 1:18; Ac 19:15; Js 1:12; Rev 1:3].  


5	The non-traditional way of referencing Himself “the Son of Man” was Lord Jesus’ favourite designation that Spiritually drew the bow against His enemies. The title simply meant “Man” however as 	the Lord used it, it took on a new significance and the loadstar lay inter alia in the fact that the Lord activated an exceptional divine aspect that rendered evil spirits powerless. At the Apostolic age 	the title fell away and Saviour was designated as “Son of God”, the “Lord and Saviour” and “Christ the Lord”, see [Mk 2:10; Paul’s letters, Epistles of James, Peter, John, Jude].    


6	In order to locate relevance in personam curially, a sitting Judge might announce “[I]’ll allow it” for a wider obtuse examination.  At this stage the cross-examination might encompass – comparisons, 	a component of similarities [but not previous evidence], facts in context to guage original thought including submission of good and bad characteristics under critical criteria in order to render an 	appropriate decision. Germane to the modern Church, at times heavenly Father “allows it” that circumstances of sorrow or suffering challenge His children’s faith expressly for refinement 	purposes. James inscribed God the Lord does not tempt - He only tests the heart [Ge 12:10;Dt 1:22; Judg 3:28-30;Pr 17:3; Mtt 1:16-20; 5:11-12; 1 Thss 2:4; 2 Thes 1:4-5;1 Pe 1:1-5; 2 Pe 3:18].

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Graeme and his wife Veldra fully appreciate the significance of the birth of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ in celebration of God’s wonders, faithfulness, Grace and the good consequences that followed over all the world, where we read from Exodus 30:7,34; Leviticus 2:1; Daniel 1:20; 2:2; Matthew 2:9-11; Luke 1:35; 2:49; Ac 10:35. Scripture carefully preserved the entrance of Salvation via the birth of Lord Jesus Christ that was prophesied 700 years previously through the classic “prophet of Salvation”, Isaiah, of the most wonderful Child who was named - Everlasting Father, Wonderful Counsellor, Mighty God, Prince of Peace, ‘Immānȗ’ēl. Practically, as Creator of the multi-starred heavens, galaxies, sun, moon and planets in the Universe, Lord God created the “Star of Jacob” for the express purpose of leading the Wise men, where Lord God drew an occurrence of supernatural phenomenon quite beyond the reach of all rational explanation that would not only be Wise men from Parthia’s essential Guide in their search for the King of the Jews, but that had impact upon their lives and indeed, they were responsible for the initial wide-spread news of God’s peace and reconciliation with man, in Christ the Babe to the entire area. The Magi offered gold, frankincense1 andmyrrh as honourable gifts with which to worship the King. Scripture considered it imperative to make clear the central experience of Salvation that came through the Babe Jesus - i) Salvation could no longer be inherited2; ii) the humanity of Christ at His birth was a pivotal element in God’s plan; iii) Lord Jesus was the only way to receive Salvation; iv) Jesus was qualified to offer Salvation since only He could undo3 Adam’s work; v) Jesus’ Salvation sovereignty was illustrated in His bodily ascension into heaven; vi) Christ continues His support for Salvation in His intercession for the saints - just as He did as against the turmoil and greed4 of the Herods; vi) God played an active part in Salvation as people are urged by the Holy Spirit to approach Jesus the Saviour; vii) by doxa the weight of God’s glory that was expressed in repeated formula, spoken in the angels’ pronouncements and sung as the human’s honour to the name of the Lord. ANY PERSON who wishes to know the Saviour Jesus of the Kingdom of God, today may ask Him to save them and Scripture states, He will.

1	Boswellia Frankincense was an aromatic gum resin with white waxy star-shaped flowers. Its usage was well known in the sacred anointing oil, as a perfume or as the gift to the infant Jesus. Myrrh 	was obtained from a tree that grewvery strong boughs, it produced white flowers and plum-like fruit. The Myrrh was extracted and used as an ingredient in the Temple sacrificial offerings, as a 	perfume, in purification rites for women and as the gift of honour to the infant Jesus. Gold was not the basic unit of Roman or Judean coinage at around 4 B.C. The Magi from the East brought gold 	as one of their gifts of distinction to Jesus the Lord, see [Ex 30:7,23,34; Lv 2:1; Nu 24:17; Esth 2:12; Ps 45:8; Dan 1:20; 2:2; Mic 5:2,8; Mtt 2:9,11].


2	Scripture abounds with people who found favour with God outside of the Children of Israel with whom He exclusively worked. Frankincense was a Gentile gift proffered and noted for its sweet 	aroma, symbolically seen in real acts of charity; and at the sacrifice of grain offering where mixed with fine flour etymologically symbolized the absence of sin. It was a grain offering that could be 	brought by ANY PERSON to the Lord so long as they abided by His instruction to govia the priesthood. Generous Gentile charities assisted the ones God cared for most – the poor, the widow, many 	who suffered at around the periods 4 B.C., AD 26, AD 66, AD 77, AD 85. Charity was pleasing to God and Cornelius of the Italian regiment at around AD 66/68 who feared the Lord, was strongly 	attracted to monotheism, ditched the Roman pagan gods to find Jesus Christ and lived an abundant Spiritual life, see [Lev 2:1; Ac 10:1-33,35,44].	 


3	The problem with Adam’s condition was that sin had changed him. The wonderful birth of Jesus Christ came from the Overshadowing of the Holy Spirit and Scripture recorded that Christ	remained sinless. In Paul’s account of the contrast between Adam and Christ he was cognizant of the fact that in Christ, Life came into the world and further due to Christ’s resurrection – of which 	Paul was an eyewitness - believers can have certainty, strenuously urged by Paul in the believers keeping close to Christ daily, that they would be resurrected likewise [Lk 1:35; 1 Cor 15:21-23].  


4	Judah’s aetiology was such that Christ would be born into times of “great darkness”. Judah faced two enemies N of Jerusalem, one was the pagan Roman Herods who created titles and formed 	bonds with Judean “friendly” local powers that focused not on protection of innocent citizens but [by favours and gifts] served their self-interest and preservation of the Roman military squads - proof 	given from Lord Jesus Himself at around AD 31 in His correction of Pilate where Pilate thought his power had given him space and in Jesus’ counter-statement adduced that Pilate’s power was 	permitted from above. At around AD 35 and AD 70 Scripture revealed, everything Pilate had militarily set up in perfidy in both instanters was destroyed in one hour. John the senescent Apostle at 	around AD 95, writing from Ephesus, inscribed in his vision into the future, the Might of God and His angels in heaven who would sing out to Christ the Overcoming Victor at the down-fall of the 	“syndicated one” who sat across the waters deceiving the whole world, where his own ‘chosen’ ten powers he set up would turn on him and Scripture expressly stated that God Himself would put the 	plan in their minds to overthrow him, see [Mtt 27:2; Lk 18:12; Jn 18:11;Ro 9:32; 10:3; Gal 3:10; Jude 17-19; Rev 17:1ff].

Joseph, an astute businessman, was sensitive to the community’s commercial, political and judicial governance and authority; and he experienced Yahweh’s stimulating guidance through aspects of his goals, values and morals4. ANY PERSON may call on the Everlasting Father to save them by the Grace of Jesus Christ and begin by reverencing His name with obedience to His instruction to go to a Church Minister who follows Christ the Saviour and continue praising Jesus’ name forever with gratitude to the Father in heaven.

5	It is fitting at every Christmas celebration we bear in mind that Christ came to set at liberty the oppressed, those faced with perplexing circumstance or under billows of sorrow. Sorrow is not only 	pertinent to our modern era since Scripture extended examples of litanies of injustice and harm that occurred through the centuries and how they were handled. One example inter aliavia Hezekiah 	addressed Isaiah’s instruction that when faced with harsh ruling authorities – turn to God and watch Him come to your aid, He will awake to defend and prosper the poor and vulnerable. The 	modern Church must [peremptive] abide in Christ and see God’s favour. In Solomon’s day at around 970 B.C. a few pretty cities were “sold” and ports of significance “purchased” in wealthy takeover 	bids for purposes of pride, captivity and cultus “cleansing” and it hardly bears repeating that accordingly, innocent citizens were mal-treated which kindled the Lord’s Justice. Solomon advanced 	rational reasons why oppression occurred - i) every official was under orders from higher up, and; ii) the higher up officials looked up to their superiors; iii) and in the result deceit and harm reigned 	and the poor were trampled, their crumbs stolen by the rich, which was why Isaiah solemnly considered the effects of disobedience by wealthy cities and lands who subscribed to idolatry and cruelty 	- the Lord guaranteed it would stop raining over them. This is crucial to the Christmas lesson since it reveals a Just God who before creation made strategic provision for mankind and expected 	mankind to reflect His Love to one another, see [Ex 2:6; 1 Kings 1:1-10; 2 Chr 28:15; Jb 29:13; Eccl 4-5; 6-7; 12:7; Isa 37:14-20; Mtt 5:7; 16:26; Lk 15:14; Ac 16:33; 28:2; Eph 4:28; 1 Jn 3:17; Rev 	20:4].

Reflect upon the goodness of God to His men and women servants who have obeyed Him and received Rest for their souls by having their garments washed with Water from Lord God’s Word.
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Graeme and his wife Veldra conclude our celebration of the entrance into the history of Jesus Christ, whose triumphant birth clinched for mankind, freely available Salvation for the human soul. We read at Matthew 1:1ff; Mark 1:2; Luke 3:15; John 3:8 read with Malachi 3:1; Isaiah 40:3. In the book of Isaiah the “special Gift” to mankind was announced,  at around 4 B.C. the “sent” Son of God, preceded by the special messenger [John the Baptist]. The Lord Jehovah demonstrated uncommon wisdom, since any other period there might have been barriers, wars and difficulties of travel that might have impeded the conveyance of good news however Scripture related the entire civilized1 world was peaceful, travel was optimally easy, there was a common language and due to Lord God’s deep interest in the Salvation of mankind, no good thing did He withhold but involved Himself in a close relationship with man, where His own right arm worked Salvation for Him. Isaiah the prophet2 inscribed the glory, majesty, Light and incomparable Might of God whose mighty Throne would eventually reign over the whole world by His promise and since man was incapable of fellowship with God in man’s present configuration -  the promise contained a special tone of Mercy - sins would be forgiven, friendship with God fostered and a pathway of dignified narrow personal obedience, love and trust would be made possible, not precluding eschatological fulfillment. God’s Servant3 would be the Light of the world for only one reason - He would display the rare characteristic of 100% obedience to the Will4 of God; and His followers would have capacity to avoid walking blind and falling into sin. Christ as the Source of God’s Light, would light up a pathway so that human believers could see how to live, please God and be reflective witnesses5 of His glorious Light. ANY PERSON who wants to, may repent of their sins and receive a warm welcome into Lord God’s arms of Grace if you genuinely believe in the Saviour Jesus.

1	There had been no God-sent prophets for 400 years and a growing anticipation arose that a great prophet or Messiah mentioned in Old Testament was soon to come. The influential Grace of God at 	around 4 B.C. entered history when Israel was governed by Rome who had not considered the territory as a significant outpost of the vast force of the empire. The presence of the Roman garrisons 	gave the Israelites military peace however at the price of oppression. Matthew’s choice to start [his book carefully preserved] with the introduction of Christ fulfilling the Old Testament prophecy of 	the Offspring of a woman, He a descendent of Abraham and from the Throne of David appealed to Israelite readers and was the first of many proofs Matthew proffered for authenticity of Jesus the 	Saviour.  Mark saw the significance of His Majesty and the herald who announced His arrival, since important Roman officials du jour were always preceded by a herald and where the herald 	arrived, the people knew something of import was to be pronounced. It also give us a clue as to Christ’s descendency from royal David’s throne. Mark’s book was primarily “Roman Christian” which 	meant that the focus upon the announcement of the Saviour in the history of man meant much to him, see [Mtt 1:18; Lk 3:15]  .


2	It is helpful to understand generally the significance of the prophets of Lord Almighty who worked and prayed under His purposes - i) they forewarned of historical occurrences; ii) some encouraged 	strength and focus upon God;  iii) some showed God’s regard for philanthropic welfare; iv) others warned, delivered and legislated for the nation as with Moses; v) prophets received a specific and 	personal Call from God; vi) at times reserved for some, a waiting period for their prediction as a condition; vii) they most wonderfully left behind their writings where Scripture safeguarded Almighty 	God’s Logos for readers to grow and develop in each one’s own lifetime over each relevant period of history [Isa 1:18-20; 57:15; Mtt 16:21f].   


3	Let us not underestimate the Lord Jesus. In becoming human Jesus was – i) the perfect Teacher in order for believers to see how God thinks and follow suit by thinking like Him; ii) Jesus was the 	perfect example and model of what believers in the Church were to become, whose actions He empowered to advance His triumphant Gospel; iii) He was the perfect Sacrifice by His soteriologically 	becoming the Sin and Guilt Offering that satisfied the Justice of Lord Almighty’s stern requirement for the obliteration of sin, see [Jn 1:14].    


4	Firstly, as a Babe in a manger His birth was celebrated as the answer Lord God had given them; as our Saviour grew He became a formidable, shrewd, kind and sinless Son of Man, meaning that 	He ministered God’s Love in the flesh, in addition the Lord sought and found the lost “sons of Abraham” and by the time He ascended to heaven, many in and from all around “the Noble Sanctuary” 	[Jerusalem], had given their hearts to God to inscribe His laws, whose sincerity had great impact with God [Ps 76:2; Isa 52:1; Je 26:18; Lk 2:7; Heb 7:2]. 


5	Scripture invoked the wind of God, that His Holy Spirit went wherever He the Father Willed and that no-one could predict where or upon whom He might bestow the Gift of Spiritual Life known as 	 	being “born again”.
