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Graeme and his wife Vel, without going into an extensive excursus set forth the grounds upon which the unique and complete report of Christ the Saviour, His life and ministry was built. We read from Zechariah 13:1; Matthew 7:7; Mark 16:15; Luke 10:20f; John 15:7; Galatians 1:7-9. In the New Testament the Lord God [“God”] included only one Gospel of Christ that was structurally upheld by four sub-Gospels whose authors accounted solely for the entire life, teachings and character of the Saviour. Scripture related at the outset the Saviour pronounced at around AD 26 the purpose of God’s love, “[I] am come that you might have Life and have it more abundantly1”. Paul, Apostle and fruit2 of Christ, at around AD 48 rationalized that if an angel from heaven came preaching to the Church another Gospel opposed to Jesus Christ, then that angel be accursed forever. The four sub-Gospel accounts of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John were rational3, chronological and harmoniously inscribed. We comment briefly on the core message of each Gospel. In Matthew, Jesus the Lord constructed a way by which mankind might find God - and that was through persistence. People often give up after a few half-hearted efforts, concluding that God cannot be found. This is not true. Unlike the politicians, Lord Jesus framed much of His teachings in the imperative and gave us a heads-up into the character of God whom He advanced, dealt far more with people’s temperaments, moral fibre and motives. Saviour told His disciples and the crowds that their efforts for God would be rewarded. Continue to ask God, seek Him and call to Him for patience, knowledge, wisdom, love and understanding. He will give them to you. Mark’s record detailed the faith of the Resurrection and shone the spotlight on the Saviour’s direction to “[g]o into all the world baptizing in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit, telling everyone that I have paid the penalty for sin and that those who believe in Me can be forgiven and live eternally with God.”  The key position Luke took was the source of real joy that emanated expressly from the authority of Christ - “[t]hat one’s name He recorded as a citizen of heaven”. Jesus even turned to His disciples and noted quietly “[W]hat a special consideration you have been given that you have seen and heard such things4”. In John’s Gospel it was articulated the teaching of the Vine and the necessity for appended branches. From the Old Testament [“OT”] came the appropriate duty of priests to solemnly place the Lord’s benediction over people. Christ, already talking from the heart of the High Priest, focused the attention on the connection between His blessings and heaven. The fruitfulness, approval from Father God, nourishment, sustenance for our souls and our decision to stay attached to Him, lay solely in the aetiology of the Vine. And, if in organic relationship with Him, then our prayers would be answered according to the Kingly5 authority of His name “[F]ather will give you your requests in My name” [remember to say thank You]. It is evident in all four Gospels of Jesus Christ that the human heart has capacity to recognize there is One with great authority and Life, that God has opened up a fountain pouring out Salvation to anyone who wanted forgiveness and Eternal Life, who would be blessed with rewards both now and eternally for their complete surrender. ANY PERSON who wishes to place their trust in Christ to show them how to approach God and ask for Salvation, may ask Lord Jesus to save and forgive them by Grace and Scripture says He shall.

Graeme and his wife Veldra continue to commit our hearts to Scripture, and in 2024 appreciate the Strength of the Lord God [“God”] who is the most wonderful encourager and whose strength is untiring and attested to via Isaiah as “..[w]ait for the Lord and He will renew  your strength like the eagle’s”. Abba Father’s Power is continually Present with extensive provision, transforming and re-creating and it all takes place under the Supremacy of His Eternal Timing. His Strength, like the eagles, has the power to lift us up above the froth of distractions, since the Lord’s perspective is high and all-encompassing e.g. of Christ, Isaiah the major prophet remonstrated “[H]e won’t rest until He establishes righteousness and justice on the earth”. At around 1407 B.C. approximately 40 years after the issuance of the Ten Commandments Moses stood to encourage a new generation into repentance and a fresh walk of faith with the illustration of God’s unending power, paralleled to the metaphor of a commanding eagle in its untiring flight - since Yahweh was still there after all those years, ready to answer their humility. In the New Testament, at around AD 51/52, Paul the Apostle, Called from among the ranks of Jesus’ worst opposers - an intelligent, very articulate and committed religious institutional teacher and advocate, now walking in the kērygmatic Commission of Christ, preached the doctrine of encouragement by setting out 12 motions in order to comfort the Thessalonian Church who needed assurances during their most murky of moments - i) build each other up; ii) give honour to Church leaders and think well of them; iii) give wholehearted Love; iv) avoid quarrels, warn the lazy and comfort the frightened; v) tenderly care for the weak; vi) practise patience; vii) resist revenge - prayer is longer-lasting; viii) be joyful; ix) pray continuously and in everything show God gratitude; x) thank God for the Holy Spirit’s personal intercessions over our souls; xi) treat the Word’s prophesies with appreciation and steer clear of even the appearance of evil; xii) you may most assuredly count on God’s untiring comfort. Words such as “appreciate, co-operate, gratitude, enhance, support, uplift, show patience, develop relationship with God, receive God’s Word, live in God’s Strength” - are all words that go against the natural inclination but pertain to the structure under which Christ loved His disciples, whom He advanced heavenly Father had given Him and in His articulations of God’s timing. His timing is not ours. We await His timing [it is probably wisest that that lesson is learnt first, since all the others hang on the success of it]. Thankfulness pertains to the honour Christ gave His heavenly Father, the Apostles gave Christ that the Church now renders to God. Thanklessness is sourced directly from the one who thought he could ascend into the highest and “[b]e like the Most High” - of whom the Word related, that one was summarily expelled like a broken branch from heaven, down to the lowest depths of the Pit of Hell, no monument no succession [remember we do not know the “who”, only that it is at God’s prescribed time].
